Wires the President on board the U.S.S. Houston, that the Canadian Foreign Office
informed the American Legation at Ottawa on July 15th, that the plans of Governor
General Beron Tweedsmuir, have been changed and that he will not return to Cenada until
September amt—thet—he-will not Be able 1o take pert in the border cermonies scheduled
for the month of August nor have the opportunity of meeting him (the President ).
Tndicates that Prime Minister William Lyon MecKenzie King has steted to the press that
he intends to replace the Governor General at the dedicetion of the Thousand Islands

bridge on August 18th and the Port Huron=Sernia bridge on August 19th, Advises that
the suthorities of Queens University at Kingston and the euthorities of the Canadian
Government have already been informed that the President will accept the honorary
degree from Queens and that this should take place either just before or just after
the formel opening of the Thousand Islands bridges Asks to be informed as to whether
the President's own plens remain unchanged in order to inform the Canadian Government
accordingly, Instructions are also requested on that part of the trip after leaving
Port Huron whether the President wishes to proceed to Winnipeg and from there south
to the Peace Gateway on the North Daekota border, States that development is not
completed and the Peace Arch not yet constructed, although he has no doubt that the
local suthorities would be very gled to meske suitable arrangements for his (the
President's) visit.
