DR o COMSTOCK EXPLAINS T .B. -RESULTS 

Dr a Comstock , the man who is in charge 
of the T ~ B . pill program, t alked with · the 
freshne .. 1 at the assembly on u(;tober thirti. 

Dr~ Comstock first explained the con­
ditions of T. B. all over the world and in 
Alaska"' He said T. B. conditions are much 
improved in Alaska but still there is a 
lot of T. B. in Alaska. 

Nine years ago a new drug (IN!I) came out 
and practically revolutionized the treat..o · 
ment for T. B. It is an effective druge 
The tests are to see if it could prevent 
T o B ~ rather than cure it . Guinea pigs 
were used t o test INH and the results were 
tremendous. Some that were dying were 
cured and becam~ healthy. 

The first trials on people were on 2600 
children who haei a toucii of .. T . B •· Half 
were given treatm~nt with IN!I and the 
other half given blank p:i.lls .. Of the 
crildren who took INH pills, 80% were 
~ured and the nercentage of those cured 

who didn't take INH was considerably 
lower .. 

The third trial was in the Bethel area 
of Alaska. a The same test was given and 
the results were about the sa111e, with- a ­
bout 80% of the patients who to k INH be­
ing cured ~ 

Three years ago S • J ·o S . , Wrangell , and 
Mt. Edgecumbe students helped i~ testing 
this pil_. The test wa s to see if only 
one fourth of the dose would be just as 
effective as the full dose of INH o 

Dr e Comstock asked the students to take 
the pills regularly and a sked the dorm a~ 
tendants to keep .as accurate a · record 
as possible of the taking of the pills . 

The frosh this year were given ski n 
tests to see who had been exposed to T cBe 
and who bad not beeno Those that had 
swollen shots would mean thay . had been 
exposed . This was to f i nd out who needed 
pi.lls and who do not need to take them .. 
It would be a waste of time to give them 
to the students who weren't exposed.

Yes, there is a big situation coming 
up in Alaska as we l l a s the r est of the 
world. Alaska has started four new Sta­
ions. They are at Unalaska , Point Barrow, 
Kodiak ~ and Nome. These stations joined 
the old ones at Fairbanks, Anchorage and 
Juneau to check the fallout every day. 

Alst the FAA Stations throughout the 
state are participating in giving infor­
mation on this fallout problem. 

The one we are closest to, the one on 
the ramp which the students her~ know 
best, gives the following facts: " No falJ: 
out noted here yet. No informatio1~ as 
to whether we will receive fallout from 
the big blast. Normally we take radiolo­
gical readings every Wednesday morning 
just before 8:00 a.m. with radiological 
monitoring instrurnP.nts. From the last 
blast there was ~076 inch barograph 
change presumed to be caused by the big 
bomb on October JO. The overall effect of 
the blast here or any place in the world 
is not known here at t his time. n 

Radioactivity is measured in micromicro­
curies. One curie is the amount of ra­
dioactivity given off from one gram of the 
radiant in one second.

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REVIEWING THE FAA TOWER 

The FAA Tower, which is located on top 
of hangar one, was established in 1943. 
Before it was used for an FAA Station, it 
was occupied by the Navy. The purpose of 
this tower is to furnish aircra~ with 
weather forecasts and provide navigation 
faciliites, as it ' did for the DC-7, 
which ditched near Biorka, on October 27. 

The weather forcast is given every half 
hour on the teletype. It · comes from AnchoP. 
age which is the main cente:r." · for weather 
broadcast. A weathe::·bal ' ... oon is sometimes 
seen going l:lp when the ceiling is es­
timated about 3,000 feet. If it . is over 
3,000 feet they don't usually send one up. 

A new machine called the Console con­
tains most of the controls and it oper­
ates Petersburg by remote control· .. . Another 
machine is the Barograph which gives the 
wind speed. It has a small steel arm which 
carries an ink filter and moves around the 
map which is in the shape ·of a roll of · 
paper in a g1:-ass cylinder. 

Every pilo-p is required to fill our a 
flight plan when flying by instruments., 
and when flying viSually·, pilots are re­
quired to qall in ever so often to give 
their location . 

At the FAA Tower there are ten employees 
and out on Biorka Island they have three · 
employees.

Life on King Island is busy and f\m . 
In the fall the people return to t heir 
Island after a summer spent in Nome, "Where 
they carve ivory for a living and s ome 
work on summer jobs . The North star ~akes 
the people back to the Island. 

The first activity then is to unload 
the people's belongings and merchandise- ­
for the native store. This usually t akes 
about a couple of days, for all the cargo 
is unloaded into native skin boats, the 
only means to get it all on the islands 1 

rocky shore. After unloading, the ship 
leaves the island '." O go further nort h " ·rn(e 
King Island people then spend ano"fib.er two 
or three days hauling up their belongings o 
This is done as quickly as possible befor1e 
the Bering Sea swells up on the ~ocky 
shores where the things are piled. 

The children are eager to run up the 
hill and wish it wer e spring again when 
all the auklets fly over-by the millions , 
but their wish wouldn' t be fulfilled un­
til May, for the auklets have al ready 
gone south for the winter ~ All the parent s 
are busy adjusting to their homes an1 
getting them ready for winter. Men and 
older boys are out in small skin boats to 
hunt waterfowl and seals. 

'The coming of the ice brings smiles tc 
the hunters 1 faces for they ~ill soon go 
out to catch game to provide native food 
and clothing. These hunters go out onm.JV­
ing ice in order to reach the open watero 
The older hunters, knowing the sea ' s cur­
rents, guide the younger men on drifting 
ice. Nature still plays tricks even on 
the most experienced hunters. In the past 
years, four hunters have been lost from 
King Island . 

Catching of the polar bear is a big 
event, which is celebrated with a feast 
and a dance later in the winter. After a 
day's hunt, the men · gather in the club 
house to carve ivory for trade in the 
Native Store. The young boys are either 
learning to carve from their fathe :r.s or 
disturbing them with noisy little con­
ferences among their friends.

As t he spring comes cl oser the days 
become longer . The ice is breaking up and 
the men are out i n skin boats after walrus 
Some years the wal rus season is poor, but 
in others the walrus are plentiful ~they 
can be heard f or mil es away. The biggest 
herd on ice was est imat ed t o extend about 
e mile or more. That particular herd jus t 
drifted by in frotlt of the villager ' s eyes 
There wasn' t enough open water to go a~er 
them~ 

Walrus season ends about t wo weeks 
after it st arts o The hides a r e put up t o 
dry in t he sun , while the men t ake t he 
meat to the natural cold st or age near t he 
village f or f uture use. Ther e the meat is 
kept solidl y f rozen unt i l needed in t he 
fall. Being through wi th t he process i ng 
of the hides and meat, the men wat ch for 
the first good weather , then the skinb:e.ts 
are loaded ana the villagers a r e on t heir 
way to NGme . This i s a sad end of spring 
for a boy who loves to hunt aukl et s and 
gather murre eggs from the s t eep rocks.

He says that in build1.ng the 56,000 fte 
long airport, "'the '.biggest problem will be 
insuring the airport from the action of 
the oceano Second, will be removing and 
rebuilding the water towers . 'and filling 
the part of the airport that -is under wa­
ter with tons and tons and tons of rocks .. 
Third, will be ·tearing down of warehouses 
which are in the wayo At the present time 
removal of the mausoleum is not okayed.

Aptitudes, and qualifications needed 
to become a Registered Occupational Ther­
apist include graduation· from both high 
school and college, and a years' clinical 
training in a hospital or rehabilitation 
center. A high aptitude for working with 
and for other people and skill in human 
relationship is necessary. This means a 
real ,liking for people and ,a desire to 
help others help ' themselves. 

An interest in scientific and medical 
fields is also necessary, along with the 
knowledge of knowing how to .apply princi­
ples of treatment according to the physi­
cal, mental, and emotional treatment needs 
of ' the patiento The ability · to teach 
others with patience, creative ability in 
teaching arts and crafts, and the ability 
to carry out group activity as a leader 
are also needed. 

Careers in Occupational Therapy offer 
an opportunity ' for a career of service. 
There is opportunity to use one's creative 
and artistic abilities. Salaries, hours, 
prestige are in line with other profes­
sions such as teaching and nursing.

Only students in the 10th, 11th and 
12th grade of high school plus post grad­
uates may attend the Institute of Ameri­
can Arts. 

Indians of many tribes enroll there: 
Eskimo from Alaska, Seminole from Florida, 
Pueblo, Paiute, Chippewa, Navajo, Apache, 
Cherokee, Snohomish---------these and many 
other tribes make up the fam:i.ly of the 
Institute. 

At Santa Fe they have good health and 
emergency services, a hospital on the 
campus, good means of recreation, sunny 
days, moderate temperature, mountain airo 
If a boy or girl wishes, he may go fishing 
for mountain trout and the next day, visit 
the near-by Pueblos, Spanish villages, or 
ruins. Winter sports "lfake place 16 miles 
from Santa Fe in the Ski Basin. Indian 
social and ceremonial dances, pow-wows, 
Spanish fiestas, and western rodeos are 
frequent.

Christmas customs at Point Hope are, un­
usual to the southernerso The Eskimos at 
Point Hope dance and recite the old songs 
of long ago. 

Elementary school students perform i~ 
small programs. Dog races are held during 
the week, traditional Eskimo games are 
played by groups, many races run, and 
gifts are given to relatives and friends .. 

On December 24th the people are getting 
ready for the big feast which is on Deco 
25th at the church balL In the morning 
there is a church service at the Episcopal 
Church Hall, also an evening service. 
Following it the elementary students give 
a program for the entire village a"t 
Browning Hall. 

After the program the people rush home 
to get the food ready. At four in the af­
ternoon, all the people ga~her at Brown­
ing Hall for the feast, bringing their own 
dishes and food donations. Foods are muk~ 
tuk, roasted carib·ou, boiled and fried 
fish, macaroni with cheese, salads, mixed 
fruit, beverages etco Village Council Mem­
bers provi9e other foods needed and feast­
ing lasts almost two hourso 

Af,ter the feast, Point Hope people en­
tertain themselves by playing the games 
of olden timeso 1 Then about nine in the 
evening people receive gi~ts from friends 
and relativeso 

On the 26th, 27th, and 28th of Decem­
ber, dog races are going ono Men, women, 
and children of all ages participateo Af­
ter each event prizes are awarded to the 
winnerso cooit surely would be interesting

is made, that person follows special move­
ments of the arm and body all through the 
songo There could be ~ore tba.n one doing 
the dance but they follow each others' 
movements in time with the music.

about 10 to 12 ladies sit in a row all

Canoe Pass, located about 8o miles east 
of King Cove , i s an entrance about 50 feet 
wi de which runs into Canoe Bay. Here is 
how it got its name. Long ago, for : the 
Aleuts who used to live in Canoe Bay, it 
was a big event when the natives tried to 
make it through the Pass · without '.; ·turning 
over and drowning . Many were lost and :rxne 
had made i t. If a native made it, he was 
t o b~ named Chi ef of the village. This 
event usually took place on the Fourth of 
July. 

For a loµg time many natives went down 
with the. tide and never were seen again,fi 
nally t here. was a big husky native who 
wished to t ;ry the event. All the natives 
gathered and waited for him to come 
t hrough the pass. 

Even though it was one of the worst 
days , that native was determined. He came 
with a bang like a streak of lightning~ ••• 
all of a sudden it happened. He tipped 
over but he kept hold of his Canoe. Fin­
ally he had to let go but he was st.rong 
and kept swimming. The tide took hi~ out 
about two miles off shore. All the na­
tives thought he drowned. They threw a 
wreath in for him and had the burial ser­
mon. 

I.ate that night he got back to the 
shore and all the people were shocked to 
see him return to the village. He was 
named chief and forbad such canoe runs.

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WHAT IS BENEFICIAL ABOUT DEBATING? 

Not very many people care very much 
about debating, but, do they know much 
about debating? Some say: "Well, debaters 
just get up there and make speeches in 
front of people." Others say:. "Well, it's 
limited argument, and you get up ' there and 
say everything about one topic." 

Well, here are some comments from real 
debaters: "Debating is limited argument, 
and speechmaking, sure, but here are its 
benefits: "You learn to think clearly, and 
if you trip on your tongue a lot, this may 
help you get over it. You · learn a bout 
research, and how to express yourself 
clearly, and how to analyze what someone 
else is saying and, you learn how to 
listen. 11 Another debater commented after 
the recent S.E. Debate Tournament: uDebat­
ing is learning to think on your feet 
while your feet almost shake off your 
body. Another commented : n It' s like trying · 
to sell something to a crowd, while your 
opponents tell what isn't so good about 
your merchandise." 

Still a lot more people do not know what 
refute means, or fallacies, rebuttal, 
brief, or other debate terms and rules. 

This is what we on the C.L. staff would 
like next years staff to do: To explain 
what debating is, what are the terms of 
debating, and what are the rules of debat-

. ing. The reason for explaining such 
things is that we of the M.E. Debate Club 
know that there are some smart boys and 
girls here and that if they learned how to 
debate, that they would help themselves 
while helping the school. 

We would like to see more schools in 
Alaska start debate clubs. Debating is 
an intellectual "sport" and you need to 
use your intellect. We have had debate 
f'or only three years, and each year we im-

. prove. Why not try debating?

SOCIAL WORKER 

The field of social work is very little 
known and is a young profession but is 
growing and has vast possibilities. Stu­
dents who have maturity may be interested 
in it. 

Here are some of the types of work that 
a Social Worker does: 
Case Work-This includes studying families, 
doing family counseling, arranging for 
child care, vocational guidance, helping. 
solve the problems that result from dis­
ease, poverty, ignorance and crime, alle­
viating suffering, preventing accidents, 
arranging for probation, parole, old age 
pensions, medical services, and the like. 
Group Work-This provides for leadership in 
such activities as folk art, adult edu­
cation, and club work. Most of this is in 
cooperation with social settlements, chur­
ches, schools, i ·nstitutioris for old, de­
linquents, and the physically handicapped, 
and veterans' .hos pi ta ls • 
Community Organizations - Social Workers 
join with other community agencies as a 
clearing house for all types of civic ac­
tion. 
Thorough Preparation-For the work, a stu­
dent needs . six years of college, and two 
years at an accredited graduate school 
which offers specialized training and sup­
ervised field work that leads to a masters 
degree in Social Work. 
Future-The future for the worker is un-

. limited because human beings will always 
have problems, and to. help solve these is 
the job of the Social Worker. 
Drawbacks-It is hard on the nerves and one 
will not get wealthy in this field. (It 
takes a very mature person who can control 
his emotions and one who will perform his 
job and perseve·re despite discouragement~ 

P.S. If you want to learn more about 
this work, look in the library, dorms, or 
in the Journalism room where there are 
booklets on this and other careers, and 
talk with people who are in the field. 

MR. SALO TELLS OF JOB LITERATURE 

As a follow-up on the questions aroused 
by the recent Career D:Ly regarding in­
formation, Mr. Salo said: 

"We attempt to secure all the publica­
tions, books, and pamphlets which will 
help our students in their selection of 
jobs. We try to keep our publications up 
to date since their value is impaired if 
their reference to wages and number of 
people are not current. Futhermore, our 
students must constantly be reminded that 
references to wages in most publications 
are not true for the Alaskan conditions. 

It is unfortunate that tpe majority of 
publications stress profess'ional and "glam­
orous" jobs-the doctor, nurse) air-line 
hostess, etc. despite the fact that few 
people will be employed in these pos­
itions~ We need more information on common 
place jobs, the jobs most of us perform. 

Several publishers are providing useful 
11 job briefs" or ''job guides 11 which are 
helping to fill this need.

The Occupational Outlook Handbook, a 
government publication, which is frequent­
ly revised, and is supplemented by the Oc­
cupational Outlook Quarterly is still Oiie' 
of the best sources for information about 
jobs. The Job Guide for Young Workers is 
also a useful publication because of the 
informatlon it gives on beginners jobs in 
industry and business·. This publication· 
is also frequently revised. The various 
military services provide useful publicat­
ions on 'the trades that can be learned by 
servicemen~- , - ·

worry because the Medics were on hand 24 
hours a dayo (Ask Donald Longt) 

There was school every a fternoon for 
the Mt. Edgecumbe group, and when they 
were out in the fie ld .9 ·trucks would ha. ul 
them in to schooL Our company.? Coo B 3rd 
Ba.tallier- 297th Infantry, carried the 
colors during the Govenor's Parade down 
4th Aveo in Anchorageo Fourteen hundred 
guardsmen took part in this annual parade.

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KING CRAB MAKES NEWS 

A few Mt. Edgecumbe students · know King 
Crab fishing from first~hand exp~rience, 
but most do not, so one of the former has 
written this about the King Crab. 

King Crab is a thorny · legged, lumbering . 
monster wnich averages 10 to 12 pounds 
and sometines weighs twice as much. Crab­
bing as a new industry, started one sum­
mer day in 1939 when ~apt. Lowell "Wake­
field ·went to a ·crab feast, . He started 
thinking that with the salmon and halibut 
fleet already crowded out, the giant King 
Crab might provide a new and much needed 
Alaska Fishery. 

In his search for crab, Wakefield found 
a winter crab ground in the Bering Sea, 
and Alaska, for the first time,_ had a 
year round fishery. All the era b caught 
so far, have been caught with ·: trawl . nets 
or drags, In the interest of conservation 
Alaska has banned the drags in most waters 
·and so today's fishermen catch their crabs 
in pots. The pot is circular or 1'.'ectang­
ular in · shape and is roughly 8 .. feet long 

, and 6 feet wide and 30 inches high. It is 
attached to 100 fathoms of line and fun­
neled on both sides so the crab, intent 
on the bait attached inside the pot, can 
squeeze in, but not out. F.ach boat is al­
lowed. up to 30 pots and each pot can take 
as many as 30 · or more crabs- jammed to• 
gether. All females, and male crabs under · 
~ inches across the widest part of the 
shell, are .dumped be.ck into the ocean. 

The c- Japanese and Russians - with their 
tangie gear, are fishing King Crab all 
year round and the industry is threatened 
by this extensive fishing. 

At first the only packers were the "Deep 
Sea" and "Reefer King" plus five ma..ior 
packers. Now half a dozen or more shore 
proce.s sing plant.~ have brought new life 
to places in winter time • . There are plants 
j _n Kodiak, Seldovia, King Cove, Sand Poin~ 
Squaw Harbor, and rP.~ently a small one in 
Sitka has ·· been canni.n~ Dungeness crab. 
King Crab bas · delicious and nutritious 
meat and is ou~ of the foods King Cove and 
Kodiak students at~dgecumbe miss.

Long before whiteman came to the far north all the people of what is now Barrow 
were living at pt. Barrow., Twelve hundred years ago Pt. Barrow had people according to 
the Carbon 14 Method~ c aim scientists. Barrow bad no people a t this timeo 

There was a man living at Pt., Brrow., His name was Anh-kalook. In the ¥linter time 
the Eskimos go out hunting off Ft. Barrow but they catch nothing. At the timettere 
were no sign of guns. They hunted with spears and bow & arrO'ws. There are t-wo diffea­
ent kinds of spears" One is used for hunting polar bear and the other is used for 
hunting smaller gameo They bad fl.int heads and ivory heads and handles made of woodo 

Anh-kalook would go out hunting /during the winter time when the days are getting 
longere Since there were no calenaars at that time, they esti mated that it was during 
the l atter part of of December or the early part of January. While he was out~ hunting 
he found a water hole north of pt . Barrow" When he found it, he looked at the water 
hole and wondered why it was so bigo It was too big for a walrus · and oogruk. There 
he found some sea l lungs floating on top of the surface of the water. He didn't stay 
there long enough to see what was happening but headed for Pt . Barrow tv tell people 
what he had see. The assembly was held in their conununity hall which is used for five 
purposes: (1) for craft shop to bui d skin boats, etc., (2) for feasting~ (3) for hav­
ing Eskimo games, (4) for having the dances .9 (5) holding town meetings. Pach se·ttle­
ment along the coast had a community hall e 

When all the hunters were th.P,...e, he told them what he had seen north of Pt . Barrow 
at a large water hole. He said this water hole fascinated him.:i that. he had never seen 
a water hole this large before. He told the hunters about the sea·1 lungs floating on 
the surface of the water at this peculiar water hole. The men sta~ted talking and 
told him he had found a water hole of Kin=gniko 

Kin-gnik i s a l a rge or over-sized polar bear too large to s·tay on top of the ice. 
Kin~gnik are polar bears which stay i.n the water because they have the advantage of 
getting their food better a nd they a re too l arge and heavy to stay on top of the 
ice. Some said the water hol e· could have been Kokogiak 's water hole . Once this Ko~ 

kogiak was a Kin-gnik but had grown ten legs and the natives called this polar bear 
Kokogiak. These legs might not have all been legs ~ but frozen over-sized milk glands 
which hung so low that they looked like legso These milk glands grow so large and 
hang so low, that, a ccording to the Eskimos~ they eventually changed to legs. These 
milk glands hang like a pregnant dog is milk glands . 

After he told the story, the people panickedo The hunters told Anh-kalook not to 
go out without any kind of weapon . This polar bear was too large; tbP-ir weapons were 
not effective. Men before Anh.,,kalook bad been ki ed by this polar bear ·1hile they 
were hunting on "young ice" e They didn 't know this type of polar bear could call the 
men where he wanted them and heva attack them underneath the ice. They said when Ko= 
kogiak seized a hunter he ate him. When he caught some hing he'd holler · to· attract 
the attention of the other hunters . That 1 s why they called him KOKOGIAK.

We the students from Point Hope are a 
little w0rried about Project Chariot., es­
pecially since USSR has been .setting off 
atomic explosions in their arctic areao 

For the past several yea.rs the Atomic 
Energy Commission bas been making studies 
at Cape Thompson to test effects of under­
ground explosions<> Cape Thompson is about 
25 miles south of Fto Hope~ 45 miles north 
of Kivalina and about 260 miles north of 
Nome,, 

The purpose of the Cape Thompson pro­
ject is to blast a harbor by underground 
atomic explosiono Most of the people in 
the vilLage of Point Hope are against let­
ting the AEC carry out this project be ... 
cause of several reasons o One o'f the bombs 
contains the equivalent of 200,oootons of 
TNT. There will be five simultaneous 
nuclear explosions. 

'The Inupiat (Northern Eskimos) fear that 
these nuclear explosions will contaminate 
the caribou, the birds in the cliffs and 
other animals in the area which they de~ 

pend on for foodo 
Last summer Dr. Leland J .. Howarth, Com~ 

missioner of the AEC~ accompanied by James 
E. Reever, Project Chariot Mtnager, John 
So Kelly, Chief of Plowshare~ a branch of 
AEC, and Ro L. Southwick of AEC Operations 
in Berkley, California went to Point Hope 
and Kivalina. 

At Pt .. Hope they talked with the Eskimos 
for four hours and tried to answer the 
questions the villagers asked o They said 
they wouldnvt go on with the project until 
they had learned all about the region and 
the effects they would expect · from the 
blast.. The blast will not be made for a,n"" 
other two years in all probability.

He graduated from Haskell Institute in 
1931 and later earned a law degree at 
Soutb eastern University, Washington, D .. c. 
In 1933 he began working for the Bureau 
of Indian Affa:4,rs and will soon complete 
25 years of government service. 

'EARLY ARCTIC EXPLORER VISITS E:OOECUMBE 

Captain Joseph Bernard, well-known arc­
tic trader and explorer, visited with Mr. 
Lee Rahfeldt recently and consented to 
talk to the students at Mt. Edgecumbe 
School. 

In 1901 Joseph Bernard landed at Nome 
on June 17th and worked with his uncle in 
a gold mine at Candle, Alaska. After they 
had earned a little money they started a 
trading business along the coast of t he 
Seward Peninsula. 

A year later Joseph went to Seattle to 
build a better and bigger schooner. In 
1908 he started to build the schooner Ted­
dy Bear, which was to become well known 
in northern waters, and headed for north­
ern Alaska. 

By 1909, Teddy Bear was initiated to 
the cold arctic. After trading along the 
Seward Peninsula, Capt. Bernard headed to­
ward the Canadian arctic regions. To 
t'rade, where Eskimo bad not been distrub­
ed by the white man, was his goal~ 
A~er they passed through Cape Lisbotrne, 

the polar ice cap started to give the Ted­
dy Bear trouble. The arctic wa t::rs a.re 
not the safest in the world, because of 
the many ice-l:e rgs and ice flows. Finally 
they made pt. Barrow, after a month of 
sailing o There he met the grandparents 
o~ the Browers, Hopsons, Edwardsens~ Lea­
vitts and others. 

Captain Bernard stayed at Barrow for a 
while then headed the Teaddy Bear toward 
the Canadian arctic to trade with the Es­
kimos~ Along the way he picked up an Es­
kimo family of three to accompany him. He 
spent three winters at Coronation Gulf, 
two years at Taylorr s Island, and the last 
winter at Richardson. It was at these 
:r;>laces that Capt. Bernard and his group 
were saved from starvation ~by ea.ting eider 
ducks and owls. 

On his trip back to civilization he had 
many troubles and when the water opened in 
September he made the trip from Barter Is. 
to Nome in 17 days, a record run.

The ANB was originally organized at Si-00 
in 1913 and since this is the organization 
that battled and won citizenship rignts far 
the native people, the whole area. wil l 
take part in the 50th Anniversary. 

There are also Junior Chapters which 
take part in the ANB. They are in Peters­
burg, Sitka, Juneau and Angoon, and one at 
the University of Alaska~ 

Some of th~s -information was gathered 
through an interview with Andrew P. John­
son who teaches Beginning Motors at Mt.

When we go caroling during Russian 
Christmas at Nondalton, we start at the 
church about 1:00 p.m. In every house we 
go to they have two .candles burning and a 
Holy picture which we kiss. We also put 
money beside the Holy picture. The money 
is for the church and the village, and the 
church keepers are the ones who take care 
of the candles and Holy picture. 

We s'ing songs like "Angels Give .Glory~ 
and the men and boys carry stars. There 
are al-ways about six or more stars in our 
village. When we sing they turn the star 
to the right, and when the preacher is 
saying a verse they turn the star once to 
the le~, and once to the right, and keep 
doing it until he gets through. 

When ·we are caroling we go to each 
house and each owner gives us something 
li'ke candies or cookies. There are 34 
houses in our . village~ Every year for 
Rus~ian Christmas, the church keepers dec­
orate the church and we decorate the Holy 
picture in our home. Everybody decorates 
their own Holy pictures. 

We celebrate Russian Christmas from Jan. 
7-9. On January seventh we go from · the 
church to the graves and then to the Cl'.d..ef1s 
house. 

This year they will down to : Iliamna by 
plane or dog team on January 8. They will 
take our two candles, a Holy picture and 
will put money by the picture for our vil­
lage.

Ea.ch i'rl@It 
after these races they give out prizes at 
t he school house and play Eski mo games . 
The next day there i s a. boys• dog race and 
there are games and giving out prizes that 
same ni ght . After t he games, there are 
usually some gi~s t hat t he people present 
to t heir f riends which are distributed by 
the council men ea.ch ni5ht of t he games. 
Sometimes t here is a girls ' dog race-which 
is a lways f un _ but t hey har dly ever have 
girls' dog races . Al so sor.iet i mes there are 
foot races but a lways the happiest week is 
after Christmas lay.

They start cooking around nine Christrras 
morning. The women bake about a nozen 
loaves of bread, make . Indian ice cream, 
(yum, yum), and tea, cof'r'ee, etc. Around 
three in the af'ternoon everyone brings a 
little something to eat tc the community 
ball where they prepare for a feast. 

The men usually do the cooking. They 
cut up moose meat, throw it in a big pot 
and let it cook, then repeat the process 
until all the meat is ready. Then they 
make the delicious soup. 

Meanwhile the boys are hauling wood 
(with dogs) for the cooks, and for the com­
munity hall to keep it warm during the 
potlatch. 

On Christmas morning all the people 
go from house to house and two men do the 
Indian dances, which start at 6:00 a.m.and 
last until 10:00 a.,. 

All through the week 'til New Years we 
have dances and potluck put on by anyone 
who things he has enough food to make 
a potlatch. 

During these holidays everyone plays 
games, such as foot races, and dog races 
and joins in the dancing. All in all they 
have fun.

Tokeinna says there were so many ;Jirds of 
different kinds on the . island and they 
were maKing so much noise, that they 
sounded like terrific static on the radio. 

They visited some of the houses at the 
village* The houses were swall, about 6 1 x

f'a.rn.·i lie s were on the island when the group 
1vas there, since the others had gone to 
:,'7ome or : otzebue - as they do every summer 
to sell their ivory ca rvings and visit 
with friends and relatives.

·Charles Edwardsen, Jr., a senior at 
Mt. , Edgecumbe School, was the : first high 
school student to be. stationed on an ice 
island ·. · He spent c..lmost three Iron+,hs on 
Arlis II, working for the Arcti<: , Research 
Lab., .and re.turneo to Barrow on · the · USS 
Staten Island, 2.n ice breaker, on the day 
Barro-w students were tq leave for Mt. 
Edgecumbe School. 

On M=l.y 23·, 1961, the search . for the 
ice station began. M9.x r. ~rewer.,Director 
of ARL, with Bob Fisher, chief . · ~ pilot 

Lloyd Zimmerman and Bob M:l.in, pilots j ;.; and 
Ken Toovak, an Eskimo of thr"' Am, perRon:n.el 
took off in search of ·· the :· ice . island • 
After about an hour of flyin r,; fr-o,.,., Point 
Barrow over the polar ice, . Dr. · Brewer 
saw some dark spots on the white polar 
ice from an altitude of 8000 feet and that 
was the beginning of Arlis II. 

They landed the _Cessna 180' s firs.t and 
then the R4D~after tb.ey found a level area 
long enough for her· to land. The dark 
spots they had seen were rock piles, . un­
believable hut t .r-ne, Rock ""'~1 ~i:; on 'i'rm nf' 

·.Polar Ice~ Dr. Brewer and Ken Toovak- cored. 
to find the thickness of the ice and es­
timated it at about 50 feet thick. 

Next day a crew came to start . bui'J.ding 
~he camp and ·they lived in tents until 
they ·got ·the houses up. All the buildings 
had been built at Barrow to save time: and 
·construction problems. Charles Edwardsen 

. came to Arliss II on May 26, and · helped 
the' men ·put up the buildings. The ·• pr~fa-

. bricated ·bufldings were heated with diesel 
fuel, and were on skids, in case 'the is­
land should break up, they could move them 
in a hurry. All the work was don~ by hand 
as there was no heavy equipment of any 
kind • They did the heavy work with · bloc.k 
and tackle. All the buildings were done 
on June 11, 1961 .

season in s.E. Alaska one that the fisher­
men are glad to remember- fishennen · in­
clude many of the students who attend Mt.

Teachers from Wrangell Institute plan a 
similar program for Barrow. 

There have been many field trips this 
year but the chemistry class say theirs 
was the best. In the chemistry class stu­
dents have learned the value of chemistry 
and its important need in industry as well 
as in science. On April 26, the students 
saw the many processes which a hunk of 
tree goes through to become a product from 
which rayon is made. 

The wood plant was the start of the tour 
where the students saw the huge 108 inch 
cut-off saw. This saw cuts logs which 
come from the pond into suitable lengths 
for barking. The most interesting process 
was the Hydraulic Barker. This equipment 
is used to remove bark from the logs {24 
feet) with water pressure of 1400 pounds 
per square inch. In addition to this the 
students saw the ring ~rker, 10 foot band 
mill, chipper, chip screen, and finally 
the chip silos. 

At the acid plant they saw ma.nganese 
oxide storage, with a capacity for twenty 
days operation; sulfur burners, one cap­
able of burning fifteen tons per day, and 
one ten tons per day. The acid absorption 
towers they saw were where sulphur dioxide 
gas and manganese oxide, recovered from 
the recovery boilers with some make-up 
chemicals, are reunited to form fresh 
cooking acid. 

The next tour was through the power 
plant where · they saw recovery boilers. 
These two boilers burn the organic materi­
al dissolved from the wood in the cooking 
process. This liquid is called red li­
quor. (Con•t. page seven)

The digester house contained weak red 
liquor storage tanks, and six Horton-clad 
digester pressure vessels which bad about 
one hundred tons of wet chips . These are 
cooled with acid ·for about five hours, to 
produce unbleached pulp. · 

In the bleaching process, the screened, 
Unbleached pulp is treated to a series of 
washings-with chlorine, caustic soda, and 
bleach liquor. 

The machine room contained center clean­
ners to remove dirt and water from the 
bleached pulp, and in the fourdrinier wire 
the pulp sheet is formed. 

Students went in to the finishing room, ­
where 2500 tons of pulp can be stored 
while samples are tested and selections 
mad~. The pulp rolls are c.ut into sheets 
of desired sizes, piles of sheets are ma.de 
to a specific weight, pressed, wrapped and 
tied in an automatice machine, ready t .o be 
sent to Japan.

BIG AIRPORT PROPOSED AT Mr. EOOECUMBE SITE 

At a recent meeting of the Sitka Chamber 
of Commerce, . two Mt. Edgecumbe sites for 
a proposed airport were discussed. One 
of these sites was a ten thousand foot 
r un-way and the alternate plan was for a 
s i x t housand foot runway. The longer run­
way would probably cost 13 million dollar~ 
estimated cost of the six thousand foot 
runway, utilizing the causeway, was 7 
million dollars. 

The group felt that the next step in 
their pl anni :q.g for an airpo.rt adequate to 
take care of ' modern aircraf't would be to 
get aut hority from government agencies 
that cont rol the use of Federal land on 
Japonski Isl and. 

Mr. Warren Christiansen, a lawyer in 
Sitka, acted as chairman for the meeting, 
Ted Harris, maintenance superintendent, 
represented the U.S. Public Health Service 
Robin R. Dean, superintendent of Mt. ·Edge­
cumbe School, represented the Bureau of 
t ndian Affairs .. . Other representatives of 
the ~irport Planning Committee and inter­
este·d ·peopl e , attended the meeting held at 
the Barge. 

It is felt tbat much planning, coordina­
t ion, and f'ina.rrcing would be neccessary· 
before this project becomes a reality.

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When this installation was no longer of 
use to the military, it was turned over to 
the Alaska Native Service for a Boarding 
School, a T.B. San and Orthopedic Hospi­
tal. The A.N.S. converted · the barracks 
into dormitories and the office buildings 
into cla·ss rooms and school facilities be­
fore school opened Feb.22, 1949. One of 
the ba.ngars was changed into a vocational 
shop and later the other was made into a 
field house with the mezzanine for class­
rooms. 

In .1948 a contest was held to name this 
place and the la~e Oliver D:lvis, who was 
property clerk in th~ 'Juneau office, pro -·· 
posed Mt. Edgecumbe and won the contest.

The following is the description of a 
Thlinget potlatch dish carved by the late 
Sam Paul of Sitka and included with ·.the 
carved dish which Mr. Rahfeldt recently 
acquired. 

"A crow would do most ·anything when it•s 
hungry. While· ·the whale was eating herr­
ing the crow got a good chance to fly in. 
And after he eat up everything in it the 
whale died and it landed on a nice sandy 
beach. The crow was calling for help when 
he knew that some people were passing by. 
So when they heard him a man cut the whale 
open and up flew the crow. He was safe 
again.u 

Mr .. · fahfeldt, band teacher here at Mt. 
Edgecumbe, bought the dish as a most .-im­
portant example of the Thlinget art, w~ich 
is one of the most highly developed on the 
Northwest COO.st~ This Potlatc.h dish )::v3.s 
the f ollowing designs: Living whale, Crow 
flying 1nto whale's mouth, Thlinget cut­
ting open dead whale's stomach, dead 
whale, and finally the Crow flying out of 
the whale's stomach. The eyes of crow and 
whal e are of abalone shell, and when the 
animals were dead it showed black eyes.It 
is carved from yellow Cedar. 

Yalth , t he Crow, is known t o the Thlin­
gets as the Coyote is t o the· Indians of 
the lower 48 sta.teso Yalth is so sly and 
shrewd tbat he is said t o have stolen the 
moon, sun, and the stars ,GJUt of the chief's 
house , .and put them in the sky.

There ' were 
contests and demonstrations in juggling, 
Thlinget and Eskimo dancing, manipulation 
of the .Eskimo yo-yo and some ·beautiful 
singing .. of Aleut ahurch songs by the Prib­
ilof students; In addition to the above, 
it featured an illustrated discussion of 
the Thlingets by Mr. A. P. Johnson of th~ 
Edgecumbe staff, which was very i nforma ­
tive and interesting to all. 

The lore of Alaska legend, dance; song, 
and stories needs to be treasured and .pre­
served, and one of the best ways to do 
tll,.s i~ by, such a program as Alaskan.a..: ,

. IN MANY . ALASKAN VILLAGES 
ESKIMO GAMES ENLIVEN THE HOLIDAYS 

From time beyond _ the memory of man, in 
the -Eskimo villages of Alaska, the married 
and single men have competed against each 
other in a large number of Eskimo games 
and the women compete too: 

The most popular games in the North are 
the ·kicks. To -do them. a string is · tied 
to a rag., ·paper·, or any material suspended 
about three feet above the floor. The 
string is fixed so that it can be moved up 
or down . according to the ability of the 
ktcker. From three feet it goes up to 
four,. tq five, six, .. and up to seven feet 
until fi ally there are only two top con­
testants left.- ~e one who yields first 
is the loser and . the one who can still 
kick the suppended object is the winner. 

·There are five games they play in kick­
ing a cloth ball . One is with one foot 
kicking the object, and ·the kicker landing 
on that foot. The second is kicking with 
both feet a nd bringing feet down together. 
The third is · using a belt to put around 
the neck and thigh of the kicker as he· 

.bends ove ... , .then as he stands erect he 
kicks wit the free foot. The fourth is: 
hopping on one foot then kicking up high 
and landing on that same foot. The last, 

· a very difficult kick, is done by the per­
former getting on his elbows, supporting 
his weight on the palms of his hands, and 
kicking the object without touching the 
floor as he kicks up, and then comes down 
slowly.

The Thlinget custom i s that only the 
true uncle and father train the boys in 
the family while t he mother trains the 
girls .• 

In the old days (even duri ng the coldest 
part of t he winter) earl y each morning a 
boy woul d have to get up as soon a r.; the 
sun rises. If he doesn' t learn to get up 
early, he's t hrown out of -bed each morning 
until he does l earn. He i s t old to go out 
and jump in the wa t er a nd if he does not 
do this he 1 s taken out a nd t hrown in. When 
he swims back in he is chased back by hi s 
uncle or father who whips him with a 
branch or just t hrows hi m i .n the wate r .. 

This routine is int ended to make a boy 
tough and manly. The Thlingets say that 
it was because of ·t his training that they 
have never been conquered . . The t ribe :Lt­
self has always been pea ceful unless at­
tacked. 

Today t he Thlingets do not go through 
this type of training a nd they are criti­
cized by t he old timers a nd accused of 
"getting soft". The custom of t oday is 
for the fathe r a nd true uncle of the boy 
to just talk to him ~ Even so the young 
people are still taught discipline and re-
spect. · 

In the old days .the gir ls wou_d be 
taught housekeeping, and f ood gatheri ng 
and today thi s custom is still car r i ed on . 

One custom t hat continues and will con­
tinue most likely for a not her twenty years 
(and more, we hope) is that of t ea ch:Lng 
the Thlinget l anguage to the chil dr en . 

There are no special celebration f or New 
Years, but all dur i ng t he year t here are 
special potlat ch parties given to honor 
the r ecently deceased relatives. 

One old cust om which is not carried on 
any mare is t hat of "No work, No eat" .

going to each home s:i.nging carols in both 
the Russian and English language. 

After singing in a house, all the people 
say to the house members, "Spraz-ne-kom ." 
which means greetings in Russian. At each 
house the residents always have a treat 
for the carolers. 

In the Bethel area people of the Russian 
Orthodox faith distribute Christmas gifts 
on January 6th., the day before Russian 
Orthodox Christmas. Then on January 7th 
at 7:00 p.m. the church service begins. 
When it is over the people go from house 
to house, receiving candy and other things 
to eat. This goes on f or three nights. 

In the Pribilof Islands they still. call 
the twirling star which the carolers carry 
a "visda". They make the visda of crepe 
paper and paper flowers held together on a 
foundation of wood. In the center of the 
visda they have a holy picture of the Vir­
gin Ma.ry and the Christ Child. As the 
carolers go from house to house they keep 
the star spinning round and round. When 
they go into a house they usually sing 
seven carolq, some in Aleut, some in the 

·1anguage of the chu·rch. 
After the service on Christr.nas morn, the 

Priest blesses each home, and a "mole-bin" 
is held at the end of the day. This is a 
short service where one asks and receives 
blessings .and gives thanks to God.

TUBERCULOSIS PREVENTION PILL PLAN

Have you been wonderi ng what fa going in 
the Freshman dorms? Starti ng th~ evening 
of October 10, both Freshman dorms began 
the T.B. Prevention Programo This was 
started here by Dr o Comstock a few years 
a·go. Well, he is back again . 

Ill' 1956· Dr. Comstock made his first trip 
to Alaska and has been commuting between 
here and Washington since then. So far, 
he has made fourteen trips to Alaskao He 
comes from Laurel, Maryland, and a~er be­
ing questioned on the difference in cli­
mate between the two places, he said, 11 It 
is hotter there in the summer, gets up- to 
90-100 degrees and colder in the tvinter o u 

He went to high school and college at 
Niagara Falls, New York. At .Antioch, Ohio, 
he earned his ·Bachelor ' s Degree, and a t 
Harvard Medical School he acquired h:is MoD . 
Degree. His Masters of Heal th Degree was 
earned at Public Health University of 
Michigan, and at Johns Hopkins College he 
earned his D.P .H. Degree o 

The pill is made up of I oN.H., the same 
medicine used to cure or treat T.B.J IZlnly 
the pill is used in an effort to p'revent 
T.B. About 1500 students have help~d in 
this program, including the students at 
Sheldon Jackson, Wrangell Institute, the 
P.N . School, and Mt. Edgecumbe o About 
60,000 people in the United States are in- ­
vol ved in this prog.ram . There is also a 
study in Greenland, one :·_ in Italy, and one 
in Tunisia, North Africa. 

Dr. Comstock stated that it would be a t 
least two or three years be~ore the T.B . 
pill is available for public use. There 
have been no results as yet on the effect­
iveness of the pill . He plans to keep 
coming back to test until they get suffi ­
cient results. The testing here in South­
eastern Alaska is to determine the amount 
of dosage that i;;10uld bring best results o 

Anoth~r place in Alaska that is bei ng 
tested is the Bethel area where about 27 
village9 near Bethel are also helping in 
this programe The testing there is . to see 
if the pill works. The dosage here at Mto 
Edgecumbe i s three pills a · day . f or 6 
months" 

Dr. Comstock said he likes Alaska and

For the past few years Mr. Chevigny has 
not been writing due to the fact that he 
lost his sight.

In some areas he is best known as a 
staff writer f or radio and as a script 
writer in Hollywood for CBS and later in 
New York City, but in Alaska he i.s best 
known f or his books . 

Of his writing Hector Chevigny has said, 
"Lord of Alaska is the only work I ever 
wrote , about which I remain happy to this 
day" My feeling is that if I did nothing 
else , I wrot e Lord of AJaska." 

"Lord of Alaska," publi shed in 1942., i s 
the story of Alexander furanov, the man 
who managed Alaska f or 29 years and tried 
to extend Russ i an t rade. The book has 
been translated into Swedi sh, French, and 
Czech and is t he best known work on B:l.ra­
nov and early days in Sit ka o "Lost Empire" 
tells the story of Ni kolai Rezanov who 
failed to expand the Czar's empire south­
ward t o Californi a.

Are we going to 
let others run our affairs and run the 
risk of losing the freedoms which men died 
for on the battlefield? 

People can express their thoughts 
through the newspaper and other means of 
mass communication. In these ways they 
can offer their thoughts so others will 
understand what they are trying to do, and 
can accept or reject. 

Channel Light would like to be the 
medium through which students can express 
their thoughts for others to consider. 
That is the meaning of National Newspaper 
Week to your GL .S·taff.

storic event of Alaska D3.y wj_l 
the re-enactment of the original flag rais­
ing ceremony in 1867 on top of Ca st le Hill o 
A large number of dignitaries including 
Governor Egan, two rear adm .rals, a gener­
a l and the famous writer, Hector Chevigny 
will be special guests at this ccasion o 

Students find this ceremony very i mpr es­
sive, and one of the reasons is that many 
National Guard boys f rom Mto Edgecumbe 
School participate. 

Castle Hill is now des igna t ed as State 
Historical site number l _, and t he · e are 
plans to develop it as soon as funds are 
available. 

In the time of Baranov, the Kekoor, as 
it was called by the Russians , was a high 
tide island used originally by the 
Thlingets as a lookout s t ation, with a 
small fort on it. The Russians built a 
small two room house 35 by 21 feet in size. 
(This was where Rezanov stayed in 1805 . ) 
Later a home for the M:3.nager was built on 
this hill and in 1823 another r esidence, 
partly of brick,replaced the log building. 

About 1836 a earthquake destroyed t he 
brick building and the build ing 'popularly 
known as Baranov's Castle was erected. It 
was two stories high with an attic and a · 
cupola which housed the f irst lighthouse 
on the North Pacific coast. Twelve rooms 
were on the second f loor and seven on the 
main floo7 one of which was a huge ball­
room the Russians enterta ined l avi shlyo 

Baranov Castle is a misnomer because the 
"castle" was built after the time of Alex­
ander Baranov who lived under trying and 
primitive conditions. 

In 1894 an early morning fi re destroyed 
t he large wooden build ing. 

The 49th star flag was raised on Castle 
Hill July 4, 1959 with a 21 gun salute o 
Plans are now being made for the ce ntenn:ia.l 
celebration of Alaska Tu.y in 1967 when 
Castle Hill . will be in the spotlight aga in.

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ST. MICHAEL'S CATHEDRAL BRINGS 
VISITORS TO THIS AREA 

St. Michael's Catherdral, seat of all 
Greek Orthodox religious activities in 
Alaska and home of the Bishop of Alaska, 
brings many visitors to this area, and is 
a landmark that eyery student should 
visit. During the Alaska Day celebrations 
conducted tours of the Cathedral will be 
given. 

This historic building was constructed 
by skilled Finnish axemen durinb 184~--1~8 
under Chief Manager Etolin. The exterior 
was covered by clapboard and the interior 
log walls were covered with canvas. 

The most famous church figure associated 
with st. Micheal's Cathedral was Father 
Ivan (John) Veniaminov who became the 
first bishop of Alaska in 1884. He is 
noted for his translations into Aleut and 
Thlinget, his writings and his inspired 
leadership. 

st. Michael Is is built in the form of a 
cross with a separate chapel in each arm 
and one in the center. The gold icon of 
St. Michael, on the screen in the central 
chapel, was one of the few church trea­
sures recovered from the wreck of the Neva 
on Kruzoff Island in 1813. The principle 
altar is situated from the upper portion· 
of the "cross", facing the east, and is 
dedicated to Archangel Michael, the 
heavenly protector of the town. 

ICE STATION ESTABLISHED NEAR BARROW 
HAS SEVEN RESIDENTS: ONE IS ESKIMO 

Arlis I, an ice station, is set up for 
business on an ice floe in the polar re­
gion 420 miles northeast of Barrow. 

The name of this new arctic research sta­
tion was made by taking the first letters 
of Arlie Research Laboratory and combining 
them with I for ice and S for station. It 
is named for the Arctic Research Laboratory 
at Barrow which is administered by the 
University of Alaska. The Laboratory is 
headquarters for Naval Ocean Research. 

One of the seven inhabiting the ice floe 
is Frank Akpik, an Eskimo from Barrow who 
has benn mechanic at the Arcti:c Research 
Laboratory for several years. He is a 
brother of Sam and Abel Akpik who attend 
Mt. Edgecumbe High School. Frank trained 
himself for this work by working on motors 
and finding out what needed to be done to 
make them work. At A.R.L. he has a very 
good job, a job that gives him a chance to 
travel a lot. Five men are from the Uni­
versity of Washington: Dr. Kenneth Ben­
nington, ice physicist and station leader, 
Dr. Charles Knight, assistant to Dr. Ben­
nington, George E. Brayton, oceanographer, 
Ronald M. Hanson, micrometerologist, Ro­
bert W. Ditzler, micrometerologist and ra-. 
dio operator , John Tibbs from the Univer-
sity of Southern California is marine bi­
ologist. 

Arlis I. was established by the person­
nel of the ice breaker Burton Is. and Max 
Brewer, director of the ARL who was aboard 
the ice breaker as ice forecaster and task 
unit cdordinator; congratulated them on 
their work. Mr~ Brewer has done an excel­
lent job in helping the Eskimo and in 
gathering scientific information about 
arctic lif.e. 

The iconstas or white canvas screen sep­
arates the main church from the sanctuary, 
and in this sanctuary in the northern part 
of the cross-where custom decrees women 
may not enter-is the icon popularly called 
the "Sitka Madonna". This is one of the 
many religious art objects which cannot be 
found at any other place in the world and 
why people make a special trip to visit 
st. Michaels. 

Every Sunday many Edgecumbe students 
tend St. Michael's Cathedral, and 
special services as many as fifty 
Edgecumbe students. attend.

seen in many national parks throughout the 
nation~ It is hoped to get the ten foot 
totem from Ketchikan by October 15, and 
erect it at the front of the school aud­
itorium to replace the old totem pole o 

The Chief Johnson totem belongs to the 
late Chief Johnson who was a Thlinget 
Chief of .the Raven family, and the figures 
read from top to bottomo The Kajuk, a 
fabled bird of the mountain, two slaves~ 
raven spirit worn.an, and two salmon. The 
space between the Kajuk and the two slaves 
repre"sents dignity and weal th. The totem 
tells the story of raven spirit woman who 
dips two fingers in a basket filled with 
wate~ and two salmon appear at the tip of 
her fingers. The two slaves then carry 
the· salmon to the Raven household for f ood. 

The original Chief Johnson totem stands 
72 feet high and is 18 feet under .the 
ground. At the base of this totem, accord­
ing to legend, an Indian Princess, two 
slaves ~nd a tool box were buriedo It is 
one of the most famous of all totem poles 
in Southeast Alaska. 

There are three types of totems: 
clan, . and burial.The Chief Johnson 
is a clan totem, of the wolf clan.

MORE THAN TWO HUNDRED EOOECUMBE . BOYS 
IN OPERATION FITNESS U.S.A. 

Two hundred and t en boys are taking part 
in Operation Fitness at Mt. Edgecumbe, ac­
cording to Coach McGill is who furnished 
material for the Physical Fitness article 
in the September 19 issue of Channel Light. 

In continuing on this subject the Coach 
said, "In this program boys may earn cer­
tificates and emblems, according to their 
perforrn..ance . Progress award certificates 
will be issued to those who have improved 
over their first major test but have not 
earned a 50 percentile score on all seven 
parts. A gold merit emblem will be given 
t t hose who have made an .80 percentile 
score on all seven parts. 11 

This year there are 210 in the program, 
compared t o 159 last year and the Coach is 
watching their progress with much interest. 
Last year 39 boys won gold merit emblems, 
junior or senior, 71 received standard em­
blems, 45 rece ived progress award certif­
icates.

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J OURNALISTS SEE SENTINEL P~BLISHED 

Receptly the journalism c~ass v:isited 
the new office and .publishing plant of the 
Daily Sitka Sentinel. After be:i.ng greeted 
in the outer offi ce by Edna ,Jackson, an 
Edgecumbe alumna-class of '57-th~y were 
taken into the printing areao There they 
saw the many i nteresting . and complicated 
phases that are part of publishing a daily 
newspaper. 

The trip was timed so the s tudents arri­
ved in time to see the new $35,000 automa­
tic electric press print, fold and stack 
the latest _issue. This press -will print up 
to 10,000 copies-so the publishers look 
forward to a big .population _growth in Sit­
ka and the area . Mr . Veatch pointed out 
tha t .it was the first and only new machine 
of the .. advanced modern type in the state 
of Alaska. 

Among the tools of trade ·· vital to news -
paper publishing,_ the Edgecumbe students 
saw demonstrations of the opera t _ions of a 
teletype machine, an electronic .. type set.­
ting machine, a manual type setting mach­
ine, and a teletype setter. 

The teletype :was especially interesting 
t o watch" It is an electromagnet typewrit­
er t hat transmits its lett,ers over a wire 
to a receiver which prints the message. 
When a _key is pressed n the transmitter, 
it activates a certain combination of e­
lectrical. . i mpulses that make a similar 
lette~ arm react in the receiver~ 

The manual· linotype set ting machine has 
a keyboard s_i.milar · to a. keyboard of a 
l a rge typewritE;!r_, .and it arranges indivi­
dual type molds into a line of words and 
pours molten lea_d a t 500 degrees into the 
molds to form "slugs"" This type metal, 
lead, is re-melted. and used again and a­
ga in because . it i s .. expensive. ( It . costs . 
forty-five cents a pound o) 
· The teletype setter is somewhat like a 
teletype in that it sends "copy11 over long 
distances and records by code, punching 
holes .in a paper tape which t:r.e editor can 
read at a glance. The electronic type set­
ting machi ne is similar to the linotype 
but the type is set electroni.cally by the 
paper which was punched out by_ the tele ­
type setter.

Top individual high point scorers at Mt. 
Edgecumbe in 110peration Fitness U.S.A.": 

lst--Melvin Brown with 98 4/7% 
2nd--Cecil Moonin with 97 6/7% 

The above fitness tests are for youths 
ages 5 to 18 inclusive. This year at Mt. 
Edgecumbe School 175 seniors, juniors, 
sophomores, freshmen, and eighth graders 
participated in the above program. 

The first test was given last fall and 
the second test was given in April.
