They had opinions from state authori-
ties that the ratification resolution
must take the regular course required
by state law and the rules of the sen-
ate and house.

Chamberlain
graduated =from the  Johnstown High
gschool in 1910, and from State college
in 1914. The letter from Capt. Reid is
as follows:i - ..
My Dear Mrg. Chamberlain: :

In going oveér my company storage
today, 1 found a little toilet case be-
longing to your husband with the en-
closed papers in it. When Harrcy firat
wasa assigned to this company, we were
just going into battle and this ease was
left with one of my sergeants in the
rear. 'This sergeant has just returned
from the hospital and brought the 1it-
{le case with him and it was found
with some other packages In my sup-
ply room. In that way I found your
address and am sending you the papers
found in Am taking the liberty
also of writing you an account of his
death, which was sad but most hon-
orable and in a just cause. He was
goad, brave boy and I hecame Very
much attached to him during our short
association. He wasg assigned to -my
company, K, of the Three Hundred and
PTwenty-sixth infantry, and joined same
the night of Oct. 18. Had just been
commissioned second lieuténant from
the officers’ training camp, 1 was then
a first lleutenant, commanding the
company. We had just come out of the
fleht the day before, in which three
officers and 98 men from the company
were casualties. We were the only of-
flcers with the company and slept to-
gether in the same  hole. About
o'clock in the morning we were or-
dered back into the fight. All this. was
in the Argonne forest near Fleville and
St. Juyvin® Your husband stuck to the
company, doing his part like a man,
and had the following and confidence of
his umen. Morning after morning we
advanced, losing men and fighting with
all our power, until Oct. 13. We
reached our objective about 10 o'clock
in the morning and were ordered to
dig in and hold at a1l cost. Our poasi-
tion was on a road half way between
St. Juvin and .St. Georgés, France,
We spent the day there under
heayvy shell and machine gun fire.
The location of these machine guns
was of the greatest importance so our
artillery would be able to shell them
and put them out of action if possible.
That night, Oct. 19, Lieut. Chamber-
lain, organized a patrol and led them
(10 men) out through the Ravine Aux
Plerres, occupied by the enemy to lo-
cate these machine guns and put them
out of action if possible so the. bat-
talion could advance the next morning.
While out there this patrol ran into
an ‘enemy ambush and Lieut. Cham-
berlaln and two men were killed. He
was at the head of the patrol and was
the first one struck. It was a machine
gun bullet close to the heart and he
died in the arms of a sergeant who
was trying to bring him back. The
-enemy, with fixed bayonets, pursued
and his body had to be abandoned. Lat-
er on in the night this sergeant led
some more men out to rescue the body,
but on account.of the intensity of the
machine gun fire, had to withdraw.
More men were killed. Three attempts
were made, but the Germans had ad-
vanced and we could not get near his
body. We were ordered to withdraw
from that position the next morning,

Nov. 1. a general advance took place
over that territory and I am sure his
body was found and he was glven a
mllitary burial.

At this time, after the war has end-
ed and the world has returned to the
pursulits of peace and happiness, it
hurts me to think of and write of the
death of one so honorable and brave.
I feel, though, that God 13 just. ‘'Tla
his will., The death of Lleut. Harry
Chamberlain will always be a sad
thought“to me, but one so honorable
wlll always spur one on to greater
achlevements,

Dec, 4 this reglment assembled and
paid silent homage to'its dead. During
that time, with bowed -head, Harry
Chamberlain was uppermost In my
thoughts and I paid to him humbly
the supreme tribute.

After one year of walting to hear from your Department and repeated
inquiries in the meantime as to the Location-of our son's (Lieut, Harry
A, Chamberlain) Grave or if his body had been found, I am now writing you
againe No sadder thing could have happened to any human beings than the

. death of this boy =nd the way it turned out. Full of 1life and hope he

wrote us just a few days hefore he went into battle, the description

of which I am going to give you as the Captain gave it to his wife in a
letter after his death, it follows Note the location he gives of where he
‘was shot and from this information may be you may be more able to tedl

if his body was buried, He says Harry was assigned to my companly
Company F 326th Inf, 82nd Reg. and joined same on night of the 15th Ooct,
1918 had just been commissioned 2nd Lieut, from Officers training camp.

I was then a lst Lient. commanding the company, we had just come out of
the fight the day before in which three officers and 98 men were casuals.
‘We were the only officers with the Co. and slept together in the' same
hole. About 3 o'clock in the morning we were ordered back into the fight
all this was in the ‘Argonne Forest near Fleville and St. Juvin, Chamber-
lain stuck to the Company doing his part like 2 mon and had the following
und confidence of his men. Morning after morning we advanced loosing
men and fighting with all our power until October 19th we reached our
objective about 10 o'clock in the morning and were ordered to dig in and
hold at all costs., Our position was on a road half way between Juvin
and St, Georges, France... We spent the day there under heavy shell fire
an gun fire, The location of these machine guns Was of the
greatest imporfance so our artillery would be able to shell them and

put them out of action if possible that night Octe 19th 1918. Lieut,
Chamberlain organized a patrol and led them (ten men] out through the
Ravine Aux Pierres occupied by the enemy, to locate these machine guns
AnaTmt—themomtof action if possible so the'Battalion could advance the
‘next ‘morning. ° While out there this patrol ran into an enemy ambush

and Lieut, Chamberlain and 2 other men were killed, he was atrthe head
of the patrol and was the first one struck, it was a machine gun bullet
close to the heart, and he aied in the arms of a Sgt. who was trying to
bring him back, Now from these locations given in this letter is there
no way of finding out if his body was found and given a burial, or since
you last wrote ws has' the grave been located.: I2 you are a father of

a fami}y you will lmow how anxlous we are.
