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INTRODUCTION

OBJECTIVES AND USER ASSUMPTIONS

Volume IV, Selected NCPP Work Files, provides users with documentation for
data items that were included in the work files of the NINCDS Collaborative
Perinatal Project. Its purpose is to help researchers retrieve data items from
work files or to help researchers review methodology for generating an item.
Researchers may also review published work based on a given work file. The
user is assumed to be a researcher interested in retrieving data items from
the NCPP work files. Of the computerized files available to researchers, the
work files contain the best data available; researchers are encouraged to
prefer these files whenever possible. Some work files are the result of
detailed examination of original study forms by medical experts.

STRUCTURE OF VOLUME 1V

Four types of work files are available: files that contain data that were
basic to the NCPP, meant to augment the master file (W1, W2, W3, W4); special
subject or study files (W5, W6, W7, W8, W9, W17, W18); serology files (W11,
W12, W13, W14, W15, W16); and an administrative file (W10). Eighteen separate
work files are documented here, listed below.

a summary of the specific file. Summaries include a history of the
work file, how the file was used, what the file contains, how the
cases included in the work file were selected, the number of records
available and selected references from the NCPP bibliography that
enhance the description of the work file or directly resulted from
use of the file. In many cases, additional references exist and may
be found in the NCPP bibliography by either author name(s) or
subject.

a description of the characteristics of the tape on which the work
file is available.

a Table of Data Items showing each item included in the file; its data
item ID, its location on the work file and its User's Guide title.

the code sheet; a description of each data item on the file which
includes the original data item title, the location in the work file
(often labeled tape location or card column), the coding scheme used,
and the source of the original information (master file, variable file
or work file). Since many different people generated work files, the
style of the code sheet varies, but all code sheets include the
mentioned items above.

the complete 1ist of codes for items where a large 1ist of codes were
used.

EXAMPLE USE OF VOLUME IV

Users will normally turn to Volume IV after discovering that a general
topic or data item of interest is contained in a work file, either directly
from Volume 1, through a perusal of Volume II or an examination of one of the

computerized indexes to the User's Guide. Suppose, for example, you
discover that information on socioeconomic index is contained in work files

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W1 and W2 in an examination of the alphabetic index. In examining Volume IV,
you'11l find how and when this work file was created, specific data items that
appear in the file and their locations on the work file. You will also learn
how these items were coded. You will also find references to published
articles concerning the data items in this work file.

MASTER FILE CARD NUMBER AND
NINDB CASE NUMBER RATIONALE

Computer cards for each NCPP study form are numbered to reflect their
origin and possible revisions. Card numbers are assigned to identify the type
of data (subject), the presence of multiple cards in a series, NCPP study form
and form revisions. The first five digits of each card on the master file are
the card number. The study forms and card numbers are given in Figure 1.

The first fourteen columns of each master file computer card contain the
master file card number and the NINDB case number. Table 1 identifies the
function of each of these columns.

Column 1 identifies multiple cards in a series. It contains a zero for
cards unique to a particular form (that is, no other cards are present), for
example 0B-3, or for cards where repetitive data are contained. Cards for
0B-2 are an example of this second type; no new categories of information are
included on successive cards, but previous births in excess of four must be

recorded on an add-on card. For card series where data entered are unique to
a card and more than one card is required to complete the series, a "1" is
used to designate the first card, for example 0B-5. 0B-57, PATH-2 and PED-14
are exceptions to these rules.

The second digit on the card reveals the general subject matter covered by
data on the card. All cards containing information pertaining to obstetrics,
for example, are designated by a "3" in column 2; family histories are
designated by a "5"; pathology with a "2"; pediatrics, with a "4"; and

psychological testing with a "1".

Columns three and four reveal the form number. In the case of forms where
old and new forms having different numbers are included together, the number of
the latest form appears on the master file. This rule does not apply to data
abstracted from several forms by NINCDS staff (ADM forms).

Column 5 of the card contains a revision code indicating which form or
combination of forms was used in arriving at data on a particular card. A
typical card will have one to three revision codes, with a zero indicating the
first version of a form and "1, "2", and "3" indicating later revisions. As a
rule, revision codes used on cards differ from card to card; investigators
should check the definition of codes provided in Volume II to determine the
meaning of revision codes used.

Each woman and child studied in the project received a unique case number
(NINDB case number) composed of nine digits, recorded in columns 6 through 14
of all master file cards. The case number identified the institution, the
mother and the child. The first two digits represented the collaborating
jnstitution (see Table 2). The third digit indicated the type of patient
selection. A "1" was used for patients selected for the central core study; a
"6" indicated that a patient had been transferred from one institution to
another, and a "7" dindicated that the patient was part of a special study
undertaken by the collaborating institution. The fourth through seventh digits
were used to identify the gravida, while the eighth digit identified the order
of the pregnancy of a given gravida in the project. The ninth digit was used
to identify the gravida or child of the pregnancy; "9" indicated the gravida,
"0" jndicated the child of a single birth, "1" indicated the first child of a
multiple birth, "2" indicated the second child of a multiple birth, etc.

DATA ITEM IDENTIFICATION AND NAMING

The NCPP data base contains over 6700 different data items and blank
filler locations on computer files. We have assigned each of these a unique
identification and a terse, stylized name. Because names were chosen to
facilitate use of this guide, they do not duplicate names used by NINDB during
the active phase of the project. Users should consult appropriate
documentation before using data items from the master, variable or work files

(Volumes II, III and IV).

The data item identifiers consist of 11 characters.
four unique numbers that were assigned sequentially.

At the far left are
The next character is
always a period and is followed by up to six characters. For data items on
the master file, these characters describe the data collection form from which
a data item was derived; for data items on the variable (VAR) or work (WXX)
files, these characters indicate the appropriate file. If the right side is
less than six characters, periods are inserted as shown in these examples:

850..0B-34 an item from OB-34; on the master file

3650.PATH-3 an item from PATH-3; on the master file
5223....VAR an item on the variable file
6340...W-10 an item on work file 10, Rupture of Membranes

We assigned the numbers sequentially as they appear in Volume V. For the
master file, we followed the order in which the cards would be found within an
NINDB case. A1l card columns are accounted for by one of our data item
jdentifications. For the variable and work files, the numbers were assigned
in the order that data items appear within a case.

We categorized each data item according to the person to whom the data
refer, by the time of measurement and/or the time to which the item applies and
by general type or subject area (Table 3). Then we assigned names to the data
jtems using the following guidelines:

® The name and the three associated categories had to stand alone -
they must describe the data item out of context.

e The first word in the data item name had to be an important or key
word when all names were listed alphabetically as in Volumes VI and VII.
Thus "cry, abnormal" was used rather than "abnormal cry" because a
researcher is more likely to look for this item under "C" than under
"A" in an alphabetic list.

e Secondary key words were preceded with a semicolon to facilitate
preparation of the permuted index. For example, "abruptio; placenta"
will be found under both the "A" and "P" portion of Volume VI.

e Qualifying words are delimited by commas and will not appear as
keywords in Volume VI. Thus "abruptio; placenta, degree" will not be,
found in the "D" section.

e If medical terminology or usage has changed since the study was
conducted, modern terms may be included and will be enclosed in
brackets. Thus "mongolism; [Down's syndrome]" will appear under both
the "M" and "D" portions of Volume VI.

e If measurement units are associated with a data item name, they are
enclosed in parentheses and placed at the end of the name as in
"Birthdate (yr)."

e The categories (person, time and subject) are appended to the right of
the data item name.

Definitions for each category used in naming data items are given in
Table 4 at the end of this introduction. Additional information is found in
Chapter 4 of Volume I.

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Cata item names thus assigned are terse and highly stylized; as we have
already indicated, they are not the names used by NINDB during the active phase
of the project. Our aim was to develop standardized names that would stand
alone. These names are intended to facilitate a user's search for data items
potentially useful in a research project. Before an item is used, a researcher
should consult its complete description. For a data item from the master
files, e.g., 850..0B-34, the data item should be traced to the appropriate
study form, e.g., 0B-34, located in Volume II. A variable file data item,
e.g., 5223....VAR, is traced to Volume III, where it is defined and its
original source given. A data item from a work file is traced to Volume IV for
its description.

Some data items contained in the indexes may include the notation "DO NOT
USE." These items are either inaccurate or an alternative data item is
available that gives better information. Users will find more appropriate
data items by consulting one of the indexes to the data items (Volumes, V, VI
and VII).

TABLE OF DATA ITEMS: COLUMN HEADINGS

For each work file a computer generated 1ist of all data items on the work
file is given. This list enables a user to track a work file data item to
other volumes of the User's Guide and to locate the data item on the work file.
The computer listing has the following information.

PERSON DEFINITION

Mother Study registrant bearing the "study pregnancy"; biologic mother of the "study
child"; gravida.

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W1 SOCIOECONOMIC INDEX AT REGISTRATION

The Socioeconomic Index at Registration work file was constructed in the
Jate 1960s as an integral part of the project. It provides a simple
descriptive socioeconomic index for the population of the collaborative study.
Education, occupation and family income were the variables used in the index.

This work file contains two socioeconomic indices and the associated
component scores. The PRB (Perinatal Research Branch) index, which reflects
only the distribution of income, education and occupation within the NCPP

itself, is the "internal" index to allow description and categorization of the
NCPP population only. The NAM (USBC) index, which uses scores for income,
education and occupation taken from the corresponding scoring system of the
Bureau of the Census, is the "external" index to enable comparison between
the Perinatal Project population and the population of the United States.

The methodology for generating both indices closely follows that developed
by the Bureau of the Census under the direction of Dr. Charles B. Nam. In this
approach, individual scores for education, occupation and family income are
combined to derive a composite numerical index. The difference between the
indices is the assigning of the scores for each component.

Education and occupation were determined for the head of the household,
the husband or the baby's father, or the gravida. Family income included
income from all family members (including children).

Each socioeconomic index was obtained by averaging the component scores
for education, occupation and family income. If all three components were
available, the individual scores were added and the result divided by three.
If two of the three components were available, the two scores were added and
the result was divided by two. If only one component was available, the index
was coded as unavailable. Which components were included in the index are
recorded in another data item, Factors in Index.

WORK FILE CHARACTERISTICS

This work file contains 55,910 records. Each record is an 80 column card
image in the standard master file format; card number 0590, revision O in
positions 1-5, and the nine digit NINDB patient number in columns 6-14. The
file is available on 1600 bpi 9 track tape with 400 characters per block.

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W2 SOCIOECONOMIC INDEX AT SEVEN YEARS

The Socioeconomic Index at Seven Years work file contains the socio-
economic index (SEI) and the component scores based on the child's living
arrangements at the time of his 7-year followup. It was constructed in the
1970s as an integral part of the project.

Education, occupation and family income were the components used in this
index. Education and occupation were determined for the head of the household,
the husband or baby's father, or the gravida. Family income included income
from all family members (including children).

Extensive effort went into the compilation of this 7-year index to mini-
mize the effect of inflation on family income. Seven-year income was weighted
differently than income at registration to make the two indices comparable.
Furthermore, since the 7-year income values were obtained between 1966 and
1973, they were weighted differently, depending on the year of collection.

The 7-year socioeconomic index, which reflects only the distribution of
income, education and occupation within the NCPP, should be compared to the
PRB socioeconomic index at registration (see work file W1). A 7-year index
comparable to the NAM SEI at registration does not exist; the Census Bureau
did not calculate an SEI after the 1970 census.

A copy of the PRB socioeconomic index at registration is in this work
file. In work file W1 (SEI at registration) the SEI at registration had a
range of 0.0 to 9.5; here, it has a range of 0 to 95 (value from work file
W1l multiplied by 10). This facilitates comparison to the 7-year SEI, which
has a range of 0 to 98.

The Drugs Taken During Pregnancy, Trade Names work file was created in
the 1970s by Drs. Dennis Slone, 0.P. Heinonen, R.R. Monson, E.B. Hook and
Samuel Shapiro of the Drug Epidemiology Unit, Boston University Medical Center
under contract NO1-NS-2-2322.

This file is the by-product of the analysis of the relationships between
the antenatal drug exposure and the appearance of malformations in the
offspring. Before the analysis was undertaken the drug data in the NCPP
master data file was reviewed and evaluated. This evaluation led to the
reclassification, reorganization and recoding of the NCPP drug data and the
creation of two drug files, W3 Drugs Taken During Pregnancy, Trade Names, and
W4 Drugs Taken During Pregnancy, Active Compounds.

Information in the collection of the NCPP drug data and its preparation
for analysis can be found in:

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W4 DRUGS TAKEN DURING PREGNANCY, ACTIVE COMPOUNDS

The Drugs Taken During Pregnancy, Active Compounds work file was created
in the 1970s by Drs. Dennis Sione, 0.P. Heinonen, R.R. Monson, E.B. Hook
and Samuel Shapiro of the Drug Epidemiology Unit, Boston University Medical
Center under contract NO1-NS-2-2322.

This work file, like work file W3, is the by-product of the analysis of
the relationships between antenatal drug exposure and the appearances of
malformations in the offspring. Before the analysis was undertaken, the drug
data in the NCPP master file were reviewed and evaluated. This evaluation led
to the reclassification, reorganization and recoding of the NCPP drug data.

To create this file each ingredient of each drug was identified by its generic
name. The data were then reorganized and the pharmacologically active
compounds coded by lunar month of use.

Information on the collection of NCPP drug data and its preparation for
analysis can be found in:

Each record contains 15 data items, the 9 digit NINDB case number, the
4 digit active compound code, 12 positions that contain a code for the
frequency of drug use in each lunar month of pregnancy, including four weeks
prior to the last menstrual period, and 1 position that contains a code for
the frequency of drug use when the month is unknown. The file contains one
record for each active compound used by the 49,214 gravida.

Two examples will illustrate how these data were constructed. Refer to
the data coding instructions for the details of the coding scheme used.

Consider patient AAAAAAAAA who used Trisulfapyrimidine one day
in the second lunar month, 1 to 7 days in the third lunar month,
more than 7 days in the fourth Tunar month and then discontinued
use of this drug.
