Troubleshooting Flowchart  – Power Steering Pressure (PSP) Switch Signal

This signals the ECM or PCM when the power steering load is high.

Inspection of PSP switch Signal.

Connect the test harness be-
tween the ECM or PCM and con-
nector (page 11-37).

Turn the ignition switch ON.

Measure voltage between B5
( + ) terminal and D22 (–) ter-
minal.

Is there more than 1.0 V?

Is there approx. 10 V?

PSP switch signal is OK

B5 ( + )
More than 1.0 V?

Turn the ignition switch OFF.

Disconnect the 2P connector on
the PSP switch.

Connect GRN terminal to GRN/
WHT terminal.

Turn the ignition switch ON.

Is there more than 1.0 V?

Repair open in GRN wire be-
tween ECM or PCM (B5) and PSP
switch or GRN/WHT wire be-
tween PSP switch and ECM or
PCM (D22).

Disconnect the 2P connector
from the PSP switch.

Is there approx. 10 V?

Inspect for a short in GRN wire
between ECM or PCM (B5) and
PSP switch. If wire is OK,
substitute a known-good ECM or
PCM and recheck. If prescribed
voltage is now available, replace
the original ECM or PCM.

D22 (– )

Replace the PSP
switch.

Replace the PSP
switch.

Start the engine.

Turn steering wheel slowly.

Measure voltage between B5
( + ) terminal and D22 (–) ter-
minal while steering wheel is tur-
ning.
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
