
Transmission Assembly
Removal

Make sure jacks and safety stands are placed proper-
ly (see section 1).
Apply parking brake and block rear wheels so car
will not roll off stands and fall on you while working
under it.

CAUTION: Use fender covers to avoid damaging paint-
ed surfaces.

NOTE: The original radio has a coded theft protection
circuit. Be sure to get the customer's code number
before
— disconnecting the battery.
— removing the No.56 (7.5 A) fuse from the under-hood

fuse/relay box.
— removing the radio.
After service, reconnect power to the radio and turn it
on. When the word "CODE" is displayed, enter the cus-
tomer's 5-digit code to restore radio operation.

1. Disconnect the negative (–) cable first, then the
positive (+) cable from the battery.

2. Remove the strut bar.

3. Remove the control box.

CAUTION: Do not remove the vacuum tubes from
the control box.

4. Disconnect the connectors.

5. Remove the transmission mounting bolts.

6. Remove the clutch hose bracket from the rear
engine hanger.

7. Drain the transmission oil (see page 13-4).
Reinstall the drain plug with a new washer.

13. Remove the change extension and change rod.

14. Disconnect the cooler hoses from the oil pump
pipes.

NOTE: Check for any signs of leakage at the oil
pump pipes.

15. Remove the release fork cover and slave cylinder.

NOTE:
Do not operate the clutch pedal once the slave
cylinder has been removed.
Take care not to bend the pipe.

19. Pull out on the clutch release fork to release it from
the pivot and the clutch release bearing, then let the
release fork hang from the clutch housing.

20. Place a jack under the transmission and raise the
transmission just enough to take weight off of the
mounts, then remove the mid mounts.

21. Remove the transmission mounting bolts.

22. Remove the engine stiffener.
