
TCS Lights Do Not Come On

The TCS indicator light, TCS activation light and TCS switch indicator light do not come on for two seconds when the
ignition switch is first turned on (no bulb check).

NOTE: The TCS indicator light stays on until the engine is started. No. 13 (7.5 A) FUSE

Do the other indicator lights
(ABS, Malfunction Indicator
Lamp (MIL), SRS, etc.) come
on?

Turn the ignition switch OFF.

Disconnect the 26P and 16P con-
nectors from the TCS control unit

Turn the ignition switch ON.

Ground the following terminals in-
dividually to the body ground and
check the lights:
TCS indicator light: 26P connec-
tor, terminal 23A or 16P connec-
tor, terminal 7B
TCS activation light: 26P connec-
tor, terminal 10A
TCS switch indicator light: 26P
connector, terminal 6A

Do all the lights come on?

Turn the ignition switch OFF.

Check the No. 13 (7.5 A) fuse in
the under-dash fuse/relay box.

ABS B2 (15 A) FUSE
(From page 19-101)

Check the ABS B2 (15 A) fuse in
the under-hood fuse/relay box and
the No. 22 (20 A) fuse in the
under-dash fuse/relay box.

UNDER-HOOD FUSE/RELAY BOX

Are they normal?
Replace the ABS B2 (15 A) fuse
and/or No. 22 (20 A) fuse and
recheck.

Measure the voltage between the
26P connector terminal 1A ( + )
and body ground.

WHT WIRE (VB)

Battery voltage?

Is there battery voltage?
Repair open in the WHT wire be-
tween the TCS control unit and
under-hood fuse/relay box.

Measure the voltage between the
16P connector terminal 10B (+)
and body ground.

Is there battery voltage?
Repair open in the BLK/YEL wire
between the TCS control unit and
under-dash fuse/relay box.

Turn the ignition switch OFF.

Check for continuity between the
16P connector terminal 5B and
body ground, and between the
26P connector terminal 20A and
body ground.

Repair open in the BRN/BLK
wire between the TCS control
unit and body ground.
Repair poor ground (G101).

Is there continuity?

Check for poor connections or
loose wires.
Substitute a known-good TCS
control unit and recheck.
