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Troubleshooting

System does not work at all.

Check No. 19 (7.5A) fuse in the
under-dash fuse/relay box.

< Is the fuse OK?

Remove the heater control panel
(see page 21-13).

Disconnect the 22P connector from
the heater control panel.

Check for continuity in the BLK wire
between the heater control panel
and body ground.

< Is there continuity?
