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Heater Test

Slide the seat forward to disconnect the 6-P connec-
tor from the seat cushion heater, and the 2-P con-
nector from the seat back heater.

NOTE: The left front seat is shown. The right front
seat is similar.
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2. Check for continuity between the No. 2 and No. 6
terminals, and between the No. 7 and No. 8 termi-
nals (RX10° scale).

There should be continuity.

3. Using an ohmmeter (RX10® scale), measure the
resistance between the No. 4 and No. 5 terminals.
Replace the seat cushion heater if the resistance is
not within specifications.

NOTE: Resistance will vary with the thermistor tem-
perature; specifications are at 77° F (25°C) or more.

Thermistor Resistance: 8k or less
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
