Results: There are no timing chips being used this year instead a camera will be 
used. Please make sure that numbers are visible on the upper left portion of your 
jersey!!! Protesting will be handled by NEW RULE 103 of the USAC Rulebook. Juniors 
report to roll-out directly after your race. 
 
Prizes: $250 top 3 places in BRAC Men Pro/1/2. $250 top 3 in BRAC Women 1/2/3. 
All other categories receive merchandise 3 deep. No single category payout will 
exceed $499. 
 
Course: This classic 0.63 mile loop in Boulder, CO, is a flat course with wide 
sweeping corners and a 150 meter drag race to the finish. Bring your sprinting legs!
