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Lesson Summary:
In John 20:24-31, Jesus had died on the cross, but God raised Him from the dead three days

later. After He rose again, Jesus appeared to many of His disciples. One disciple named Thomas

was not there when Jesus first came, so he did not believe the others when they said Jesus was
alive. Thomas wanted to see Jesus for himself. Jesus was kind and loving, and He came to
Thomas to show him the truth. The story teaches us an important lesson: Yield—All Signs Point
to Jesus. As believers, we trust in Jesus and God's Word, even when we cannot see everything
for ourselves.
