o Confess any particular sin that prevents you from walking
out what God calls us to in the text, or any other particular
sin you are wanting fo fight. Ask Him to help you have
strength to repent and run towards Him.

Ask for Provision

o Once our hearts are fixed on Him, we can ask Him fo help
us with our needs. Ask Him to work in the relationships in your
life that you are hoping to share God's love with.
