What
does being part of a church determined to pay any price (apart from sinning) to help
people connect with Jesus mean to you? How has the NewSpring's mission impacted
you personally in this way? Or those you know?

3. NewSpring has tried to be very creative in how we build bridges to people who are
spiritually unresolved. Do you have a favorite memory or experience that has stood out
to you about the creativity NewSpring has used to help connect people to Jesus?

4. Read John 8:31-32. Pastor Mark said, "/t's never love to leave people in the bondage of
Satan’s lies.” Share your thoughts on that statement. Have you ever struggled to tell
someone the truth because of how you think they might receive it? How do the verses
in John encourage and give you confidence to share the truth?

5. What was your biggest takeaway from the message, and why?
