- The burden of your heart should be that the world would see how holy and _______________ God is 
(cf. Mt. 5:16; 1 Cor. 10:31)
- _______________ spent in the presence of God will help you keep the right perspective 
(cf. Mt. 26:36-44; Mk. 1:35; Lk. 5:16; Mk. 1:35)

Is there anything in your life that is not bringing honour and glory to the great name of our God? As a follower of Jesus, is it a regular part of your life to humble yourself in His presence and just linger there? Or are you too preoccupied with trying to figure out life in your own strength?
