“Weed” – (Gk.) “zizanion” (or darnel)
– a poisonous ryegrass that resembles 

wheat in early development stages 
– toxic and causes sickness if consumed
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2. Hope is Given (vv. 31-35)
Jesus’ message would spread and 

grow like a mustard seed



2. Hope is Given (vv. 31-35)
The spread of Jesus’ Kingdom and 

truth is impossible to stop
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always easy or clear right away
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Instead of simply reacting, ask
God for wisdom first



3. A Gracious Explanation 
(vv. 36-43)

Remember, God is not only perfectly
good and loving, He is also just!





When surrounded by evil, 
trust

that God is firmly in control.
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
