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Be anxious about nothing, PRAY about everything.

When you put your faith in Jesus, Jesus reframes WHO you are and WHERE you are.

1 Timothy 2.1-7
1 I urge you, first of all, to pray for all people. Ask God to help them; intercede on their behalf, and give thanks for them.
