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HoLY SPIRIT EPISscOPAL CHURCH

Worship lies at the heart of the Christian life. It is in worship that we express our theology and define our identity. It is through
encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the people of God. One of the glories of the Episcopal
Church is its liturgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms, words, and actions through which public worship is conducted.

The people’s responses are in bold.

This type of note, offering directions about the service, is called a “rubric,” which comes from the Latin word rubrica (red)—referring
to a time when these instructional notes were always written in red.

The Word of God

THE ENTRANCE RITE

WELCOME
We acknowledge that our worship is taking place in the aboriginal territories of the Salish and Kalispel people.

OPENING ACCLAMATION
The People standing as able, the Presider says

Presider Blessed be the One who creates all things.
People The Holy One’s love is new every morning.

THE COLLECT FOR PURITY
This prayer was an English rendering of a Latin prayer that began the liturgy in the medieval church before the Reformation. It
remains a distinctive part of Episcopal worship to this day.

The Presider may say

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets are hid: Cleanse the
thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love you, and worthily
magnify your holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

SONG OF PRAISE ¢« CANTICLE 12: A SONG OF CREATION
The Gloria, or some other song of praise, centers the service on the God we gather to praise in our worship.

All say in unison.

Glorify the Lord, all you works of the Lord, *
praise him and highly exalt him for ever.

In the firmament of his power, glorify the Lord, *
praise him and highly exalt him for ever.



Let the people of God glorify the Lord, *
praise him and highly exalt him for ever.

THE COLLECT FOR THE DAY
The collect is the prayer appointed for each Sunday that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season of the Church year. It
summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day.

Presider The Creator be with you.
People And also with you.
Presider Let us pray.

Everlasting God, you have ordained and constituted in a wonderful order the ministries of angels and mortals:
Mercifully grant that, as your holy angels always serve and worship you in heaven, so by your appointment they
may help and defend us here on earth; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the
Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

THE LESSONS
The People are seated for the lessons.

THE FIRST READING: Genesis 28:10-17
This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he often referred or quoted.

A Reading from the book of Genesis.

0Jacob left Beer-sheba and went toward Haran. **He came to a certain place and stayed there for the night,
because the sun had set. Taking one of the stones of the place, he put it under his head and lay down in that
place. ?And he dreamed that there was a ladder set up on the earth, the top of it reaching to heaven; and the
angels of God were ascending and descending on it. **/And the LORD stood beside him and said, “I am the LORD,
the God of Abraham your father and the God of Isaac; the land on which you lie I will give to you and to your
offspring; *“and your offspring shall be like the dust of the earth, and you shall spread abroad to the west and to
the east and to the north and to the south; and all the families of the earth shall be blessed in you and in your
offspring. **Know that | am with you and will keep you wherever you go, and will bring you back to this land,;
for I will not leave you until I have done what I have promised you.” **Then Jacob woke from his sleep and
said, “Surely the LORD is in this place—and I did not know it!” *’/And he was afraid, and said, “How awesome is
this place! This is none other than the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven.”

THE PSALM

The psalms are prayers that Jesus used and cover every mood of humanity’s relationship with God and one another.

Reader Our response to the first reading is a portion of Psalm 103, found in the service leaflet. Please
pray it with me.

PSALM: 103:19-22

“The LORD has set his throne in heaven, *
and his kingship has dominion over all.
2Bless the LORD, you angels of his,
you mighty ones who do his bidding, *
and hearken to the voice of his word.
?'Bless the LORD, all you his hosts, *
you ministers of his who do his will.
’Bless the LORD, all you works of his,
in all places of his dominion; *
bless the LorD, O my soul.

THE SECOND READING: Revelation 12:7-12 -7
This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts of the Apostles, or the
Revelation to John.

The people remain seated.

A Reading from the Revelation of John.

"War broke out in heaven; Michael and his angels fought against the dragon. The dragon and his angels fought
back, *but they were defeated, and there was no longer any place for them in heaven. “The great dragon was
thrown down, that ancient serpent, who is called the Devil and Satan, the deceiver of the whole world—he was
thrown down to the earth, and his angels were thrown down with him.
“Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, proclaiming,
“Now have come the salvation and the power
and the kingdom of our God
and the authority of his Messiah,
for the accuser of our comrades has been thrown down,
who accuses them day and night before our God.
“'But they have conquered him by the blood of the Lamb
and by the word of their testimony,
for they did not cling to life even in the face of death.
?’Rejoice then, you heavens
and those who dwell in them!
But woe to the earth and the sea,
for the devil has come down to you



with great wrath,
because he knows that his time is short!”

THE HOLY GOSPEL.: John 1:47-51

This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John), which depict the life, teachings, death,
resurrection and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to show the particular importance placed on
Jesus’ words and actions.

The Holy Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

““"When Jesus saw Nathanael coming toward him, he said of him, “Here is truly an Israelite in whom there is no
deceit!” ““Nathanael asked him, “Where did you get to know me?”” Jesus answered, “I saw you under the fig tree
before Philip called you.” “’Nathanael replied, “Rabbi, you are the Son of God! You are the King of Israel!”
“Jesus answered, “Do you believe because I told you that I saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater
things than these.” **And he said to him, “Very truly, I tell you, you will see heaven opened and the angels of
God ascending and descending upon the Son of Man.”

THE NICENE CREED

The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for “I believe.” First formulated at the Council of Nicaea in 325 AD and confirmed
in 381 AD, the Nicene Creed is said at the Holy Eucharist and reflects what Christians believe regarding the relationship between the
Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit: the Holy Trinity.

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,
the only Son of God,



eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God,
begotten, not made,
of one Being with the Father.

For us and for our salvation

he came down from heaven:
by the power of the Holy Spirit

he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary,

and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;

he suffered death and was buried.

On the third day he rose again

in accordance with the Scriptures;
he ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,

and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,

who proceeds from the Father and the Son.
With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified.
He has spoken through the Prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead,

and the life of the world to come. Amen.

THE PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE: HONORING GOD IN CREATION

During the silence after each reading, the people offer their own prayers, either silently or aloud.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING

In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has done for us in the life,
death, and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a long prayer with four parts. Each of these four
parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and wine as
sacraments of his body and blood. We begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your hearts.”

SURSUM CORDA

Celebrant The Lord be with you.

People And also with you.

Celebrant Lift up your hearts.

People We lift them to the Lord.

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People It is right to give our thanks and praise.
Celebrant

We praise you and we bless you, holy and gracious God,
source of life abundant.

From before time you made ready the creation.

Your Spirit moved over the deep

and brought all things into being:

sun, moon, and stars;

earth, winds, and waters;

and every living thing.

You made us in your image,

and taught us to walk in your ways.

Time and again you called us
to live in the fullness of your love.

To deliver us from the power of sin and death

and to reveal the riches of your grace,

healed the sick, and proclaimed good news to the poor.

The Great Amen is when the congregation with a unified great voice concurs with all that the presider has prayed. It is the only
“Amen” in all capitals found in the Book of Common Prayer, signifying the greatness of the congregation’s response.

DISTRIBUTION OF COMMUNION
The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people.

All who seek God and a deeper life in Christ are welcome to receive Holy Communion. Please receive the bread
in open and outstretched hands and respond to receiving Communion by saying “Amen.” Gluten-free wafers
are available; please make your need known to the minister. Receiving the bread only is full participation in the
Eucharist. Wine is also available, and you may drink from the common cup or dip your wafer in the intinction
cup. If you prefer to receive a blessing instead, please indicate your choice by crossing your hands across your
chest. Those who wish to have Holy Communion brought to them at their seat should notify an usher.

PRAYER FOR SENDING FORTH EUCHARISTIC VISITORS
When this prayer is needed, the Celebrant and People say

In the name of Holy Spirit Episcopal Church we send you forth bearing these holy gifts, that those to
whom you go may share with us in the Communion of Christ's body and blood. We, who are many, are
one body, because we all share one bread, one cup. Amen.

POST-COMMUNION PRAYER
After Communion, the Celebrant says

Let us pray.
Celebrant and People

Create in us a new heart and a new vision, O God,
that the gifts of your Spirit may work

in us and renew the face of the earth.
May we be one with you

so that our work is yours

and your work is ours.
