The gift that gives the believer the skill of creating artistic expressions that 
produce a spiritual response of strength and inspiration.

People with this gift are usually expressive, imaginative, creative, 
unconventional, sensitive, idea-oriented.

Cautions for people with this gift: remembering that art is not for art’s sake, 
but to glorify God and edify others; finding constructive criticism difficult to 
accept; being uncooperative and needing to work at being a team player.
