Spiritual Practice: Walking a Labyrinth

Come participate in a form of “Walking Meditation.” Walking is

a common human activity which can be elevated to a spiritual
practice through intention. Many faith traditions use movement
of the body to realign and focus the mind. Buddhists’ “Walking
Meditation” is a mindfulness practice which directs attention to
the movement and motion of the body as a way to meditate.
Labyrinth Walking is another form of walking meditation—you
enter the labyrinth slowly, clearing your mind and focusing on an
intention, question, or prayer—you pause at the center and then
make the return journey. This can be a transformative journey.
