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Life Group Questions: 
1. Remember to open your life group with a time to “preach” to each other. 
1. What aspect of tonight’s lesson was new, challenging, confusing, or convicting to you?
1. When you imagine God, what do you picture (and why)?
2. How have culture, family, church background, or personal experience shaped the way you “see” God?
2. What’s one way you’ve noticed yourself wanting God to look more like you (your preferences, expectations, or values)?
1. Look at Christ Until We Look Like Christ (Moses absorbed and reflected God’s glory, but we behold Christ and are transformed)
· What are the practical rhythms that help you “behold Christ” (Scripture, prayer, worship, community, obedience)?

6. What competes for your ultimate hope? (Career, relationships, comfort, security, experiences, reputation, success, pleasure?) How can you reorient your longings toward Christ?
