Arrival/Attendance/ Directed Play 10:40-11:05

Welcome the children and mark them as present on the attendance sheet on
the clipboard by the door. Set up the 3 activities and introduce the children to
the lesson through these activities. Encourage the kids to participate in all 3
activities as they play together. You may need to ask the kids to come to the
different areas so all of them have the opportunity to participate

* Q@ather a total of U to 5 sets of 10 objects such as crayons, small blocks,
people figures, etc. from your classroom. Two different items will be in
our bin. Place the sets of 10 objects in a container and mix them up.
lace the container on the floor. Place the posterboard with the circles
labeled 1-10 on the floor next to the container. Guide them to remove an
item and place it in a circle. Suggest they find the remaining 9 like items
and place them in the corresponding circles. When the circles are filled
with the like items, lead preschoolers to count the 10 items.

Sensory Bin- Separating the {(ingdoms
e Place the E yellow numbers and the 10 blue numbers in the red, free-
standing sensory bin. Hide them in the crinkled paper. Ask a few children
at a time to come to the sensory bin to dig for the cardstock numbers.
Remind the children they may not throw the crinkled paper out of the bin.
Explain that the blue numbers are from { to 10 and represent one large
kingdom. The yellow numbers are 1 and 2 and represent the smaller
kingdom. Lay the numbers on the table so they can see that there are
more blue numbers than yellow numbers: larger kingdom verses smaller
kingdom. When all the children have tried to find the numbers, place the
lid back on the bin. Note: The numbers were also used first service and
will be in the bin or on the counter for you.
Say: Because King Solomon sinned, his kingdom is divided into two kingdoms
and his son got the smaller kingdom. You divided the numbers into two
kingdoms. The blue kingdom is lg:rger than the yellow kingdom.

Bible Story 11:10-11:25

Beanbag Feeling Pass

® Lead children to sit spread apart in a circle on the floor. Pass a bean-bag
around the circle. When you call, “Stop!” instruct the child holding the
beanbag to show or tell how they are feeling today. Encourage children to
make a face or say a word expressing an emotion before passing the
beanbag to the friend next to them. Replay as time permits, being
sensitive to children who may not be comfortable with sharing

Solomon’s Sin Divided the Kingdom

* King Solomon was the richest and wisest king on earth. He loved God, but
Solomon still made wrong choices. Solomon worshiped false gods. He built
altars on the hill outside the city. This made God angry. God said to
Solomon, “Since you have done this, | will take away the kingdom from
you. You will be king the rest of your life, but when your son becomes
king, he will only be king over one tribe.” Solomon had a servant named
Jeroboam (jer uh BOH uhm). One day, Jeroboam was walking down the
road when he met a prophet, a person who got a message from God and
then told it to people. The prophet took off his coat and tore it into 12
pieces. The prophet gave Jeroboam 10 of the pieces. He said, “God is going
to take the kingdom away from Solomon. God will let Solomon and his
family keep a small part, but you will get the bigger part—10 tribes.”
When Solomon died, his son Rehoboam (ree huh BOH uhm) became king. The
people did not want a king like Rehoboam. He was very mean to them. So
they made Jeroboam king. Now the kingdom of Israel was divided.
Jeroboam ruled over the Northern Kingdom of Israel. Solomon’s son only
ruled over the Southern Kingdom of Judah.
