OUTLINE

Arrival/Attendance/ Directed Play 10:40-11:05

Welcome the children and mark them as present on the attendance sheet on
the clipboard by the door. Set up the activities and introduce the children to
the lesson through these activities. Encourage

the kids to participate in both activities as they play together. You may need
to ask the kids to come to the different areas so all of them have the

opportunity to participate.

Make Something New

* Play with play-doh. Encourage the kids to make something new.

* SAY We are using play-doh to make something new, but no matter what
you make, you are still using play-doh. In our story today, we will hear
about a time when Jesus turned the water into wine. It was a miracle
because the water actually turned into wine. He didn't add Kool-aid or
paint or anything to it. Jesus did a miracle and He can do miracles because
He is God's son.

Fill the Pitcher

® Place the blue pom-poms and the pitcher on the table. Give children spoons
and encourage them to scoop all of the pom-poms into the pitcher.

® SAY In our story today, we will hear about a time when some pecple ran
out of anything to drink. Jesus instructed them to fill large jars with
water. We used our spoons to fill this pitcher with blue pom-poms, like

water. Lets listen to find out what happens next!




Clean Up and Gather for Story 11:05-11:10

Invite the children to begin cleaning up toys and putting away their activities
at 9:10. Then remind them to meet at the carpet for Bible story time. Remind
the children that we are going to do our best to be good listeners.

The words for today’s Bible story are listen below to use with the pictures in
your 'bin. You may also choose to use one of the Bibles in your room to tell the
story!

One day, Jesus went to a wedding in Cana in Galilee. Everyone was celebrating
and having a great time. (Picture 1)

Then, they ran out of wine. Jesus” mother, Mary, heard about this and told the
servants that Jesus would tell them what to do. (Picture 2)

Jesus took lots of water and turned it into delicious wine. The Disciples were
amazed by Jesus’ first miracle. (Picture 3)




Craft/Coloring Page 11:25-11:35

After the story, have the children go to their tables and prepare for a
craft to go along with the lesson. Our BlG IDEA of the week is: Jesus heals
our brokenness!

Pass out the grapes craft page and use the dot markers to color the
grapes.

As children finish , distribute the coloring page with the Creation story on
the back for children to continue coloring. have the children place both the
craft and coloring sheet in their bin when they are finished.

Memory Verse
* “Come to me and | will give you rest.” Matthew 11:28
* Explain that God wants to help us when we need him. This is the children’s
third week learning this verse. For some children you will review the
verse but you will also teach other children the motions for this verse:
o Come to me- point your thumbs toward yourself
© and | will give- lay your hands flat in front of you with palms up
o you rest- lay your cheek on your hands like you are sleeping
Have the children join you in saying the verse and doing the motions
several times to practice. Ask the children if anyone would like to do the
verse on their own. If someone needs help, have them pick a friend or do it
with them. If no one volunteers, repeat as a class twice more.

Snack Time at Tables 11:55-12:05

Prior to serving the snack have the children use hand sanitizer before choosing
a seat at the table. Each child will have veggie straws on a napkin and a small
cup of water. NOTE: some children with allergies will have their own snack or
drink...parents usually remind shepherds of this at drop off.

Jesus’ First Miracle
John 2:1-11

On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus'’
mother was there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been
invited to the wedding.

When the wine was gone, Jesus' mother said to him, "They have
no more wine." "Woman, why do you involve me?" Jesus replied.
"My hour has not yet come.” His mother said to the servants, "Do
whatever he tells you." Nearby stood six stone water jars, the
kind used by the Jews for ceremonial washing, each holding from
twenty to thirty gallons.

Jesus said to the servants, "Fill the jars with water”; so they
filled them to the brim. Then he told them, "Now draw some out
and take it to the master of the banquet.” They did so, and the
master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned
info wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the
servants who had drawn the water knew. Then he called the
bridegroom aside and said, "Everyone brings out the choice wine
first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had too
much to drink; but you have saved the best till now."

What Jesus did here in Cana of Galilee was the first of the signs
through which he revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in
him. After this he went down to Capernaum with his mother and
brothers and his disciples. There they stayed for a few days.
