•	 Use Google and have some fun looking up the meanings of your names. 
(Pastor Tony’s name means “peaceful waterfall.” Haha!) 

•	 Read Colossians 4:7-18. Kind of an odd passage to study. Why do you think 
this is part of Scripture? Is there anything we can learn from it? 

•	 Consider Luke 10:16-20, Revelation 13:8, 17:8, and 21:27. What does it mean to 
have your name written in Heaven? 

•	 Acts 19:13-20 tells the story of the Sons of Sceva. What do we learn about the 
power of Jesus’ name? Is there a practical lesson for us in how we use His 
name for our benefit versus for His glory? What does the power of His name 
call us to?
