– Manage the transition of 1st graders into the 2/3 Theater (March – May annually) 
– Maintain safe student-to-adult ratios during all weekend services 

– Assist with SCG Kids special events: Christmas Eve, Easter, VBS, Trunk or Treat, and more 

– Attend weekly SCG Kids staff meetings and maintain communication with the Kids Pastor
