Mark 15:16-41, John 15:1-11 (ESV)

THE RESURRECTION

Mark 15:42-47 (ESV) - Jesus is Buried

42 And when evening had come, since it was the day of Preparation, that is, the day before the
Sabbath, 43 Joseph of Arimatheaq, a respected member of the council, who was also himself looking
for the kingdom of God, fook courage and went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. 44 Pilate
was surprised to hear that he should have already died.[j] And summoning the centurion, he asked
him whether he was already dead. 45 And when he learned from the centurion that he was dead,
he granted the corpse to Joseph. 46 And Joseph[k] bought a linen shroud, and taking him down,
wrapped him in the linen shroud and laid him in a tomb that had been cut out of the rock. And he
rolled a stone against the enfrance of the tomb. 47 Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses
saw where he was laid.

Mark 16:1-11 (ESV) - Jesus is Raised

I When the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought
spices, so that they might go and anoint him. 2 And very early on the first day of the week, when the
sun had risen, they went to the tomb. 3 And they were saying to one another, “Who will roll away the
stone for us from the entrance of the tomb?” 4 And looking up, they saw that the stone had been
rolled back—it was very large. 5 And entering the tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right
side, dressed in a white robe, and they were alarmed. 6 And he said fo them, “Do not be alarmed.
You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has risen; he is not here. See the place where they
laid him. 7 But go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is going before you to Galilee. There you will see
him, just as he told you.” 8 And they went out and fled from the tomb, for trembling and
astonishment had seized them, and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.

9 Now when he rose early on the first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, from
whom he had cast out seven demons. 10 She went and told those who had been with him, as
they mourned and wept. 11 But when they heard that he was alive and had been seen by her,
they would not believe it.

Acts 2:29-36 (ESV)
29 “Brothers, | may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was
buried, and his tomb is with us to this day.

32 This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses.

36 Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made him both Lord and Christ,
this Jesus whom you crucified.”

John 15:1-11 (ESV)

“I am the true vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. 2 Every branch in me that does not bear fruit he
fakes away, and every branch that does bear fruit he prunes, that it may bear more

fruit. 3 Already you are clean because of the word that | have spoken to you. 4 Abide in me, and | in
you. As the branch cannoft bear fruit by itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you
abide in me. 5| am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me and |in him, he it is

that bears much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing. é If anyone does not abide in me he is
thrown away like a branch and withers; and the branches are gathered, thrown into the fire, and
burned. 7 If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be done
for you. 8 By this my Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit and so prove to be my disciples. 9 As
the Father has loved me, so have | loved you. Abide in my love. 10 If you keep my commandments,
you will abide in my love, just as | have kept my Father's commandments and abide in his

love. 11 These things | have spoken to you, that my joy may be in you, and that your joy may be full.

THREE TYPES OF BRANCHES (PEOPLE):

1. Those that are disconnected from the Vine

2. Those that are being pruned

3. Those that are bearing much fruit
