Mark 12:18-27 (ESV)

18 And Sadducees came fo him, who say that there is no resurrection. And they asked him a
question, saying, 19 “Teacher, Moses wrote for us that if a man's brother dies and leaves a wife, but
leaves no child, the man must take the widow and raise up offspring for his brother. 20 There were
seven brothers; the first took a wife, and when he died left no offspring. 21 And the second fook her,
and died, leaving no offspring. And the third likewise. 22 And the seven left no offspring. Last of all the
woman also died. 23 In the resurrection, when they rise again, whose wife will she be¢ For the seven
had her as wife.” 24 Jesus said to them, “Is this not the reason you are wrong, because you know
neither the Scriptures nor the power of God? 25 For when they rise from the dead, they neither marry
nor are given in marriage, but are like angels in heaven. 26 And as for the dead being raised, have
you not read in the book of Moses, in the passage about the bush, how God spoke to him, saying, ‘I
am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’'¢ 27 He is not God of the
dead, but of the living. You are quite wrong.”

NOTES on cultural context:

THE DOUBTER (represented by the sadducees)

Exodus 3:1-6 (ESV)

1 Now Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro, the priest of Midian, and he led his
flock to the west side of the wilderness and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 And the angel of
the Lorp appeared to him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush. He looked, and behold, the
bush was burning, yet it was not consumed. 3 And Moses said, "I will furn aside fo see this great sight,
why the bush is not burned.” 4 When the Lorp saw that he furned aside tfo see, God called to him out
of the bush, “Moses, Moses!” And he said, “Here | am.” 5§ Then he said, “Do not come near; take your
sandals off your feet, for the place on which you are standing is holy ground.” é And he said, “l am
the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” And Moses
hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.

THE DISILLUSIONED (represented by Moses)

Exodus 2:11-22 & Exodus 3:1 (ESV)

11 One day, when Moses had grown up, he went out to his people and looked on their burdens, and
he saw an Egyptian beating a Hebrew, one of his people.[c] 12 He looked this way and that, and
seeing no one, he sfruck down the Egyptian and hid him in the sand. 13 When he went out the next
day, behold, two Hebrews were struggling together. And he said to the man in the wrong, “Why do
you strike your companiong” 14 He answered, “Who made you a prince and a judge over us¢ Do
you mean to kill me as you killed the Egyptianeg” Then Moses was afraid, and thought, “Surely the
thing is known.” 15 When Pharaoh heard of it, he sought to kill Moses. But Moses fled from Pharaoh
and stayed in the land of Midian.
