• Conduct fair and impartial tryouts and practices. 
• Maintain efficient communication with parents. 
• Assess equipment and transportation needs and work with Athletic Director to fill those. 
• Assist the Athletic Director with scheduling. 
• Lead the program in a manner that reflects respect for referees, opponents, and fans. 
• Check and secure all office, storage room, outside doors, locker rooms and all lights after 

last player leaves after games and practices. 
• Hold informational parent meeting at the beginning of each season. 
• Work with JV coach (if applicable) to ensure a seamless transition between teams. 
• Any other duties that pertain to the running of an efficient and effective soccer program.

• Possess a minimum of 1 year of head coaching experience at the high school level. 
• Must have a credible profession of faith and testimony, and be actively involved in a local 

church, as this person will serve as a role model in attitude, speech, and actions for the 
school community.
