Investigate/research the
meaning of the terms listed, and because you will be using the internet to collect your
responses, use MLA in-text citations to document your responses. A Works Cited page is
required. Also, as you read, please note the characteristics of the animals on the “Traits of
Animals” worksheet. Record 3 traits (an example is provided) for each character, along with a
guote from the book (text evidence) to support your trait and include in-text citation.
