Pastor’s Corner for November 26-December 2

Sustained to the End
(1 Corinthians 1:3-9)

It’s that time of year that the boxes from the attic are coming down and the
decorations are going up. Our “Christmas-tree-lights-already-attached” tree
decided to stop lighting up last year, so this year it will be back to old fashioned
strands of lights... either on the old tree or on another one. So far as | know, no one
has invented electric lights on trees— either the kind already on, or the kind you
hang— that are guaranteed to last a lifetime. So, the ritual of replacing or rejiggering
what worked last year continues again. Somehow, one way or another, the tree
always starts out looking a bit forlorn. It ends up looking spectacular.

As the busyness of the season sets in, especially in the aftermath of Thanksgiving,
it's especially easy to feel a little like the tree in the attic getting ready for a big day
to come: a little less than spectacular. Add to all the usual stress of the season the
end of autumn, the longer days of darkness, and the traditional Bible readings for
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this time of year about the End of time... and we can’t help realizing again just how
important the renewing light of that Bethlehem baby truly is.

Our appointed reading this weekend, from the letters of St. Paul, give us what we
need: a restored frame of mind that sees the light Christ brings: “Because of the
grace of God given to you in Christ Jesus... you are not lacking in any gift, as you
wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ, who will sustain you to the end,
guiltless on the day of our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Cor 1:4-8).

“Sustained to the end”! “Guiltless on the day of our Lord”! What beautiful promises
we receive from the Holy Spirit through St. Paul this week! By the grace of God, we
receive all we need to shine a light that endures today. And because of Jesus, we
await a last and final Day when we will truly be spectacular.
