Pastor’s Corner for January 7-13, 2024

Walk with Christ
(Romans 6:1-11)

| love New Year’s Resolutions. Scratch that, | love the idea of New Year's
Resolutions. | love the idea of improving certain areas of my life, making small
changes here and there that impact my walk with God through this life. But no
matter how small | make those New Year’s Resolutions, | end up failing at almost all
of them. Year after year, | recycle the same resolutions, hoping that I'll do better
this year. Did you know that the second Friday of January is known as Quitter’s
Day? We are so bad at keeping New Year’s Resolutions that there is a day set aside,
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giving you permission to quit your resolution!

Maybe that’s part of the problem. New Year's Resolutions are all about what | can
do to improve myself. Without knowing it, | often take God right out of the picture,
thereby taking His forgiveness out of the picture when [ fail. For the Christian, New
Year's Resolutions are about our walk with God. How is God calling you and me to
grow in our relationship with Him this year? How is the Spirit guiding us in His love
and grace? Who has God put in our lives this year to impact with compassion and
mercy?

God can use any number of resolutions to cause us to grow in our faith walk.
Maybe it is walking. Maybe it’s eating better, waking up earlier, going to see family
more, giving up social media, watching less of the news, going to church more,
taking more time to pray; whatever it may be, God can and will use it. | truly think
that New Year's Resolutions can be profoundly Biblical and Christ-centered!

It is yet another time to set aside and see how God is encouraging us in our identity
as His baptized children (Romans 6:5). Because we have been united with Him, we
are brought into a new life that we now walk in (Romans 6:4). That sounds like a
New Year’s Resolution to me! We walk in this life with Christ. How are you being
called to walk with Christ this year? He is already walking with you; you are already
a member of His Church! Because that is who you are, how is He pulling you closer
(Galatians 5:16)?

A great resolution for all God’s children is to read the Bible more. But where do you
start? That's a problem | always run into. It’s such a big book, and | know it's
important, but I'm often overwhelmed by the immensity of it! That's why a reading
plan can be helpful. This year, in my walk with Christ, I've started a read-the-Bible-
in-a-year plan. It's something I've never succeeded at, but it is a fun way to be
united with God'’s truth in a world of so many distractions (Galatians 5:7). If you
want to join me on this journey, simply google good Bible reading plans or follow
this link (Reading Scripture Is a Walk in the Park: Bible Reading Plans for 2024
(thegospelcoalition.org)) and find one that works for you.

Because Christ is victorious over our sin and death (Romans 6:9) we are confident
