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After Jesus was arrested and put on trial, 
soldiers took Jesus to the governor’s 
palace. They took off His clothes and put 
a scarlet robe on Him. They made a crown 
of thorns and put it on His head. Then 
they hit Jesus and mocked Him. “Hail, 
King of the Jews!” they said.

The soldiers nailed Jesus to a cross. Then 
they cast lots to decide who would get 
His clothes. They made fun of Jesus by 
putting a sign above His head that said: 
THIS IS JESUS, THE KING OF THE JEWS.

As Jesus was on the cross, people passed 
by and mocked Him: “If You are the Son 
of God, come down from the cross!” Some 
said, “He saved others, but He cannot 
save Himself!” they said.

From noon until three in the afternoon, 
darkness covered the land. Then Jesus 
cried out, “My God, My God, why have You 
abandoned Me?” Jesus cried out again 
with a loud voice, “It is finished!” Then 

Jesus died. Suddenly, the curtain in the 
temple sanctuary split in two, from top to 
bottom, and there was an earthquake.

Jesus was buried in a rich man’s tomb cut 
into a rock. A stone was sealed in front of 
the tomb and Roman soldiers stood guard 
so that no one could steal Jesus’ body.
