BIBLE STORY SUMMARY:

They
made a crown of thorns and
put it on His head. Then they
hit Jesus and mocked Him.

- The soldiers nailed Jesus
to a cross. For three hours
darkness covered the land.

. Jesus cried out, “It is
finished!” Then Jesus died
and the temple curtain split in
two. Jesus was buried in a rich
man’s tomb.
