FAMILY ACTIVITY:

* Observe a few of your family’s
favorite Easter traditions regardless
of the time of year. Talk to your
kids about the importance of Jesus’
resurrection and the hope we have
because of Him.

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Story Point: God raised Jesus from the dead to
defeat sin and death.

Big Picture Question: Where is Jesus
now?

Christ Connection: Jesus died on the
cross for our sins, but He didn't stay dead. God
was pleased with Jesus' sacrifice and raised Jesus
from the dead to reign as King over all creation.
Jesus provides salvation from sin and the promise
of eternal life with God.
