Family Discussion Starters:

Family Activities:

- Serve a family dealing with illness this week. You may deliver a meal, make
get-well cards for them, or run an errand. Remind children that God sent
sickness to punish the Philistines when they took the ark of God from His
people, but sickness is a normal part of life in our sinful world.

-Decorate a shoebox as a family. Talk about how the ark of God was a
beautiful box from the tabernacle that reminded the people that God was
with them. Place the shoebox somewhere in your home to remind your
family that God is with you. Make a game by choosing a family member each
day to move the box to a new location for the other family members to find.
