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While using the four pillars of the Wesleyan Quadrilateral*, it is important that facilitators integrate advocacy as an additional layer of analysis. It will intentionally lead to a proactive last part where participants plan specific steps involving personal, congregational, and communal commitments. 

*Wesleyan Quadrilateral is the theological framework used by Methodists to answer questions about Christian praxis based on their beliefs. The four pillars are:
· Scripture: The Bible as the primary source of consultation. A diverse range of interpretations, consideration of the context, and implementation of exegetical work are encouraged.  
· Tradition: Historical and social analysis of the Christian witness over the twenty centuries. This also includes -but is not limited to- the interpretation that the Methodists have given to scripture since 1700’s. 
· Reason: Different branches of science, like psychology and sociology, and general knowledge are centered here. This helps to develop coherence and logic while embracing arguments and opposing interpretations.  
· Experience: Both personal and communal experience provide wisdom that may motivate us to seek more holistic approaches to the question posted before us. In this case, how do we respond to the phenomenon of immigration? 
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
