You have not come to something that can be touched, a blazing fire, and darkness, and gloom, and a tempest, and 
the sound of a trumpet, and a voice whose words made the hearers beg that not another word be spoken to them. 
(For they could not endure the order that was given, “If even an animal touches the mountain, it shall be stoned to 
death.” Indeed, so terrifying was the sight that Moses said, “I tremble with fear.”) But you have come to Mount 
Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable angels in festal gathering, and 
to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God the judge of all, and to the spirits of the 
righteous made perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks a 
better word than the blood of Abel. See that you do not refuse the one who is speaking; for if they did not escape 
when they refused the one who warned them on earth, how much less will we escape if we reject the one who 
warns from heaven! At that time his voice shook the earth; but now he has promised, “Yet once more I will shake 
not only the earth but also the heaven.” This phrase, “Yet once more,” indicates the removal of what is shaken—
that is, created things—so that what cannot be shaken may remain. Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom 
that cannot be shaken, let us give thanks, by which we offer to God an acceptable worship with reverence and 
awe; for indeed our God is a consuming fire.

You formed us in 
your own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and 
serve all your creatures. When our disobedience took us far from you, you did not abandon us to the power of 
death. In your mercy you came to our help, so that in seeking you we might find you. Again and again you called 
us into covenant with you, and through the prophets you taught us to hope for salvation.
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Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only Son to be our Savior. Incarnate 
by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, he lived as one of us, yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the 
good news of salvation; to prisoners, freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose he gave himself up to 
death; and, rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole creation new.

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for him who died and rose for us, he sent the Holy Spirit, his own 
first gift for those who believe, to complete his work in the world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all. 

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having loved his own who were in the 
world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke 
it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.
