The Feast of St. Francis will be celebrated in our parish on Saturday, October 4, at our 8:30am Mass. On Friday,
October 3, at 7:00pm, we will celebrate the Transitus Service, which is the memorial of the passing of St. Francis
from this life to the next. On Sunday, October 5, at 1:30pm, the blessing of animals at the Good Shepherd statue
will take place.   

WHAT IS A TRANSITUS SERVICE?

On the night Francis died, October 3, 1226, at the age of 46, his brothers moved his body
from where it lay to the chapel called the Portiuncula, which means small portion. This
small chapel still exists in the Basilica of St. Mary of the Angels church in Assisi, Italy. This
first transition (‘transitus’ in Italian) of Francis’ body was the foundation of a tradition that
became an annual event for all Franciscans, beginning in the 1600s, calling it the Transitus.

Over the years, Franciscans have incorporated elements from the many narratives surrounding the passing of
St. Francis and from the biographies of St. Francis. The four elements included in the service are letters about
the “leave taking” of Francis in sister death, the reading of John’s Gospel on the washing of the apostles’ feet,
Psalm 142, and the exhortation and blessing of the brothers, which occurred the night before Francis’ death.

This year celebrates the 35th anniversary in our diocese of our own Order of Secular Franciscans (OSF) who
meet monthly in our parish. For more information about the OSF, visit gscc.net/ministries/secular-franciscans
or pick up a pamphlet from the parish office. There is also an article in the September-October edition of North
Texas Catholic about our Secular Franciscans.
