Our pastor does NOT send these emails and texts, alt-
hough the email address is very similar to his. This email scam is also hap-
pening to pastors in other churches in our area. Please know that your pas-
tors and the church staff will never solicit any funds in this manner or ask
for private conversations. Simply forward the message to the church office
so they can be collected for the police. It saddens us when anyone seeks to
do harm but especially when they prey on the kindness and Christ-like
hearts of our members.
