Acts 10:43 - Of Him all the prophets bear witness that 
through His name everyone who believes in Him receives 
forgiveness of sins.
 
Rom 10:9–12 - 9 that if you confess with your mouth Jesus 
as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from 
the dead, you will be saved; 10 for with the heart a person 
believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he 
confesses, resulting in salvation. 11 For the Scripture says, 
"WHOEVER BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE 
DISAPPOINTED." 12 For there is no distinction between 
Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, abounding 
in riches for all who call on Him;
