My glory to another...



MOULE — The harlot, the liar, the murderer, are short of

DANE ORTLAND — Romans 3:23 is the bottom-line
explanation for why we pack stadiums for football games,
pay thousands of dollars for liposuction, and meet with
psychologists to plumb the depths of the haunting kinds of
shame we feel. We lack glory, and we know it. At every turn
in everyday life we see evidence of the truth that we know,
deep within, that we have lost our true glory, our real selves.
We feel keenly our sense of alienation from who we were
destined to be. We seek to fill that void any way we can, even
vicariously through enjoying the glory of others.

BUNYAN — A4s I was walking up and down in the house, as
a man in a most woeful state, that word of God took hold of
my heart, You are "justified freely by His grace, through the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus." But oh, what a turn it
made upon me! Now was I as one awakened out of some
troublesome sleep and dream, and listening to this heavenly
sentence, it was as if I had heard it thus expounded to me:
Sinner, you think that because of your sins and infirmities 1
cannot save your soul, but behold my Son is by me, and upon
Him I look, and not on you, and will deal with you according
as I am pleased with Him.
