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Theme of the Passage:
God responds to Israel’s idolatry with righteous anger but to Moses’s intercession with mercy, though He still acts in judgment on their sin.

Purpose of Passage:
Moses writes to show that though God’s wrath burns hot against the sin of idolatry, He is merciful to hear and respond to the prayers of intercession offered up by a mediator…

Aim of Passage:
…so that the reader will humbly examine her heart for evidence of idolatry which robs God of His glory, repent, and turn away from anything which competes with or compromises her walk with Jesus.

Shape of the Passage:
1. God’s Righteous Anger Over Israel’s Idolatry (32:7-14)
2. Moses’ Righteous Anger Over Israel’s Idolatry (32:15-29)
3. Israel’s Devastation Over God’s Judgment (32:30-33:6)
