2. WHO? v. 6-11

*Jesus' initiating love for sinners
*Jesus dying for our sins

3. HOW? v. 12-21
* Jesus undoing the work of Adam (imputation/transferring)

Main Theme: Justification through Christ’s righteousness results in reconciliation with God, rejoicing in
us, and eternal life for those who believe.

Paul’s Aim: For us to know that our justification results in peace with God through Jesus’ undoing our
