
Peace with God through Faith in Christ
Romans 5:1-6:23
Theme:
Because of God’s free gift of grace received through faith in Jesus Christ, we are no longer slaves to sin and death, but are reconciled to God to walk in newness of life.

Purpose:
Paul writes to assure believers of their hope to be saved from God’s wrath on Judgment Day, because they have been justified by faith in Jesus, who triumphed over Adam’s sin and freed them to become slaves to righteousness instead of sin…
Aim:
…so that the reader will rejoice in being reconciled to God as a recipient of His grace that declares her righteous and examine her life for any evidence that she still lives in slavery to sin, repent, and ask the Lord for continual help in her sanctification.

Shape:
1. God Has Reconciled Us to Himself (ch. 5)
2. God Has Set Us Free from the Guilt of Sin (ch. 6)
