Abide In Proximity  

 

Abiding in Jesus doesn’t start with “___do this__”  It starts with “__come be 
with me__.” 
 
Consistency grows where __presence__ is prioritized. 

 

Abide With the Source  

 

Abiding as our source of: 

 

___JOY___ (John 15:11) 

I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy 
may be complete. 

 

__DIRECTION__ (John 15:7,Romans 12:1-2) 

 If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever 
you wish, and it will be done for you. 

 

_WISDOM__(John 15:7, James 1:5) 

 If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who gives  
generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to 
you 

 

__HOW WE SEE THE WORLD___ (John 15:5) 

“I am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in 
you, you will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do  
nothing. 

Abide as Overflow, Not Obligation  

 

What Jesus does __IN___ you always comes before what He does 
_THROUGH_ you. “Apart from me you can do nothing.” — John 15:5 

 

Abiding always moves outward — but only after it moves inward. 
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How to Abide in Jesus: 

 

 Abiding fruit comes from abiding in Jesus.  
 

Remember Your Identity   “Can I decide today to stay with ___JESUS__ 
for life?”   (John 15:4) 

 

 

Be Aware of Your Environments  “Where am I actually spending time 
with __JESUS__?”   (John 15:7) 

 
 

 

Seek Connection   “Who am I walking with toward _JESUS__?”    
(John 15:12–13) 

 

 

Pursue Small Consistencies   “When I drift from __JESUS___, I
