Hosea 1:2
Matthew 21:1-17...
Jesus unveils himself fully as the Messiah, the one who comes to save.

The invitation for us, routinely, but particularly in the season of Lent
is to examine ourselves.

4. Can you continue to find a way into the desert so that the Lord can
