Isaiah 9:1-7 

 

“And he will be called, Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God,  

Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.  

Of the greatness of his government and peace there will be no end.” 

 

 

 

 

Christ came to inaugurate a Kingdom and Government of Peace… but 
it’s a peace, not of this world, which is currently shrouded in darkness.  

 

What does it mean to be a prince?   

 

 

Our current world is the domain of “prince of the power of the air.”  
(Eph 2:2) 

 

 

While the current world isn’t a place of peace, Christ’s heart for his people 
is that we would be a people of peace. 

 

Christ came to inaugurate a Kingdom and Government of Peace… and 
the domain is the human heart. 

 

Colossians 3:15…  

 

 

 

YBH – “Yes But How” – do we cultivate a heart of peace?   
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Things to think about…  

Is my life currently, in the places that I have influence, a catalyst for 
peace or a catalyst for conflict?   

Am I escalating conflict around me or de-escalating it?   

What is the state of my heart and where is my evil, anger, and 
 frustration?  Are there people against whom I have pretty clear  
ill-will? 

Do I have the courage to ask the Holy Spirit to “search my heart and see 
if there is any wicked way in me?”   

How and where can I let the Kingdom of Peace permeate my heart and 
spill out of my life in the places I have influence?   

 

 

Prayer for the Week: 

Lord Jesus, help me to see you this week, and to invite you, as the Prince of 
Peace, to go with me into the places that my life has influence.  Holy Spirit, 
search my heart and show me where, or if, there are any wicked, or  
offensive ways in me, and lead me into a better place.  Give me the courage to 
forgive, or ask forgiveness, where it’s needed.  Father God, give me the grace 
to live out my life this week as a reflection of your heart for those around me.  
May you give me the grace to have the heart of Christ at the center of my 
heart so that your Kingdom of light and life and peace flow freely out of me 
in all the places that my life has influence.
