Matthew 19:16-22, “Teacher, what good deed must I do to have eternal 
life?”  

 

Can we tell ourselves the truth about our desire, or lack of desire,  
for holiness? 

 

God challenges us through the scriptures to “be holy as I am holy!”  It’s no 
small challenge…  

 

I Peter 1:13-16 

 

A simple definition of sin: 

 

Let’s recognize a few things about sin…  

 

First… We all have it:  Romans 3:23, I John 1:8.  

 

Second… the fact that we have it doesn’t mean that we should  
continue in it!  Romans 6:1, 12-13   

 

 Eight Thoughts: the deep-rooted patterns of the heart that every believer 
must wrestle with.   

Gluttony, Lust, Greed (love of money), Anger, Dejection, Acedia, 

Vainglory, Pride: 

Once we’ve identified our sin it’s time to do battle with it!
