1 James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, To the twelve tribes scattered among the   
nations: Greetings. 
 
Trials and Temptations 
2 Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of many kinds, 3 because you 
know that the testing of your faith produces perseverance. 4 Let perseverance finish its work so that 
you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything. 5 If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask 
God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to you. 6 But when you 
ask, you must believe and not doubt, because the one who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown 
and tossed by the wind. 7 That person should not expect to receive anything from the Lord. 8 Such a 
person is double-minded and unstable in all they do.  9 Believers in humble circumstances ought to 
take pride in their high position. 10 But the rich should take pride in their humiliation—since they will 
pass away like a wild flower. 11 For the sun rises with scorching heat and withers the plant; its      
blossom falls and its beauty is destroyed. In the same way, the rich will fade away even while they go 
about their business.  James 1:1-11, NIV 
 
1. Able to consider it all JOY 

• Matthew 5:11-12, NIV 
11 “Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of 
evil against you because of me. 12 Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in 
heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you.  

• The “blood, sweat, and tears” of the Christian life are for a purpose. 

• Our attitude is to be better than mere endurance, it is to be triumph. 

• What is joy in the Lord? 
• Joy in spite of burdens. 
• Deep happiness when we realize that the burdens cannot crush us. 
• Fellowship with Christ as He carries the heavy end of the load. 
• Real joy knowing that we share in the “fellowship of His sufferings” and are being

2. Able to Persevere 

• Romans 5:3-5, NIV 
3 Not only so, but we also glory in our sufferings, because we know that suffering pro-
duces perseverance; 4 perseverance, character; and character, hope. 5 And hope does 
not put us to shame, because God’s love has been poured out into our hearts through 
the Holy Spirit, who has been given to us.

His divine power has given us everything we need for a godly life through our 

knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness.

Through these he

For this very reason, make every effort to add to your faith goodness; and to 

goodness, knowledge;

and to godliness, mutual affection; and to mu-

tual affection, love.

For if you possess these qualities in increasing measure, they will 

keep you from being ineffective and unproductive in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. 

9 
But whoever does not have them is nearsighted and blind, forgetting that they

3. Able to Gain Wisdom By Asking For It 

• Matthew 7:7-8, NIV 
7 “Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be 
opened to you. 8 For everyone who asks receives; the one who seeks finds; and to the 
one who knocks, the door will be opened.  

• Wisdom is the best gift that God can give as it is the gift of Himself through His Holy Spirit 

• Luke 11:11-13, NIV 
11 “Which of you fathers, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake instead? 12 Or if 
he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 13 If you then, though you are evil, know 
how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven 
give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!”
