Below is a list of items we will be collecting in 2026 as we 

transition to meet the community needs: Instant oatmeal (after 

Christmas, as we have an abundance), granola or cereal bars, 

cereal (Cheerios are rarely taken), pancake mix (only water 

required) and syrup, spaghetti sauce (in plastic jars) and pasta, 

peanut butter (not organic) and grape jelly, crackers (saltine, Ritz, or 

sandwich ones), fruit cups, soup (ready to eat or condensed), 

prepared pasta meals, (ravioli, SpaghettiOs, chili, etc.), protein 

(chicken, tuna, beef, spam, sardines, Vienna sausage) in cans or 

pouches, instant macaroni and cheese, instant mashed potatoes, 

plastic cutlery, personal hygiene products (soap, deodorant, 

toothbrushes, toothpaste, etc.).
