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Submit your situation to the Lord and He will give you the ability to read, react, and adapt to your
environment.

 

1. RELATIONSHIP: God’s Way is to go WITH ME to HELP ME wherever I go.

Potiphar saw that the LORD was WITH him and that the LORD made all that he did prosper in his hand.”
(Ref. Gen. 39:1-3)

blessed the Egyptian’s house on account of Joseph; so the LORD’S blessing was upon all that he owned, in the
house and in the field.” (Ref. Gen. 39:4-5)

scheduled for me.
